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Day 66 - The Choice Is Yours

“Elijah went before the people and said, "How long will you waver between two opinions? If the
LORD is God, follow him; but if Baal is God, follow him." But the people said nothing.” (1 Kings
18:21)

God is always giving us a choice. In the beginning, He gave Adam and Eve a choice when He
placed the tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil in the garden. He instructed them that if they
ate of that tree, these are the consequences - you will surely die (Genesis 2:17). After the
Children of Israel were brought out of Egypt, spies were sent to scope out the land God
promised to them.

It was
there on the mountain that he called down fire from heaven and, the question was answered.

You can choose to give into your fears,
anxiety, feelings of bitterness, anger or despair or, you can choose to believe and stand on the
promises of God. God'’s instruction uttered through the mouth of his prophet, Moses, after
setting out the option to choose blessings or cursing was, “therefore choose life, that both thou
and thy seed may live.” His promise is for you and your children.
