“I have put my words in your mouth and covered you with the shadow of my hand.” (Isaiah
51:16)

The Bible tells us how important our mouth is, more specifically our tongue. In the New
Testament we are reminded that the power of life and death are in the tongue or rather, the
words that we speak. Are we speaking words that bring life, encouragement and hope? Or, do
our words stir up anger, bitterness or discouragement? In the beginning, God spoke the words
“let their be...” as He went about creating the heavens and the earth. We also see the power of
words to destroy things as when Jesus cursed the fig tree (Mark 11:12-13) or cast out demons.
God has created each of us with a unique sound and given us the power to create through our
words. In Isaiah 51:16, God says to the Prophet Isaiah, “I have put my words in your mouth
and covered you with the shadow of my hand.”

Are they building
you up or bringing you down? Are you declaring victory or conceding defeat? Use your words
today to speak of God’s love, to declare His promises and to discredit the lies of the enemy.
