Risk is worked out using numbers 1 - 5. The likelihood is given a number and this is multiplied by the number given to the severity of

the risk.

The result = the risk factor. This children’s castle risk assessment covers basic practice, it also has the most common risks, preventions
and outcomes. Recommended that clients undertake their own risk assessment to suit their requirements. This risk assessment does
not cover movement of inflatables and isn’t site specific.

Definitions and Interpretation

>Responsible person — A person over 18 years of age whom is free from alcohol and drugs (prescription or not).

>trained operators can be supplied on request — Refusal of trained staff can be made and dry hire agreements can be implemented.
This passes all liability to the hiree and users of the equipment. Our company can’t be held liable accidents and injury cased during
dry hire periods.
