From the Minister’s desk… 
 

       Going all out for our Youth - Preparing our 
Youth for Success                                                            

Ephesians 6:1-4 

According to Psalms 127:3-5, every young person is a gift from God, and 
none can become lost without it being an eternal loss. As experience warns 
that many do fall away, let’s resolve to make that number as small as possi-
ble, for there is not one young person we can afford to lose. If we keep them 
in Sunday school and worship service, we can keep them off the streets and 
out of jails and early graves. What if one of the lost children happens to be 
your child, then what? Can we rear a child fifteen or so years in an atmos-
phere where God, the church, truth, Christianity, and morality are secondary 
to school, games, television, pleasure, movies, etc., and expect them to be 
grounded in first things first? Expect them to love pure, noble, moral, and 
clean things of life? Expect them to follow the Christ who never sought such 
things. 
 
This lesson involves four causes to why we are losing our children, and 
six ways to win them back to the Lord? 

• It starts in Home----A supposed Divine Safe Place 
 
Fundamentally, the attitude and action of the home dominates the scene. The 
fault lies there more than any other place. (Ephesians 6:4; Proverbs 22:6; 
Genesis 18:19; Deuteronomy 11:18-23). 

• Other Situations---Right Environment will promote the learning of 
good things 

 
Some young people are lost when they enter circumstances that discourage 
Christianity. Psalms 14:1; Proverbs 14:12.   

• A Major Drain-----The Hardest Blow, causes the Greatest Damage 
 
If parents are affected by a dysfunctional home, then, what chances do chil-
dren have?  Col. 3:18-20. 

• Negligent Older People------No wisdom from the Gray Head
