e Upcoming Levy

e PLEASE vote in favor of and encourage others to do the same!

e thelevy accounts for 14% of annual budget, approx. 64 million dollars, it funds HS sports,
librarians, nurses, counselors, behavior and tech support, music, science and after school
programs. If it doesn’t pass, we lose out on so much.

e amounts to about $2.50 per $1000 of property value per year-about the same as a cup of coffee

e the YES4KIDS campaign is encouraging PTGs to donate to the campaign to raise awareness and
endorse the levy.

Phase 1:
o 3 grade returning 1/20
o 4 grade returning 2/3
Phase 2:
o 5M/6™ grade returning 2/17 as a hybrid model
Phase 3:
o 7-12% returning 3/1 as a hybrid model
hybrid models necessary to facilitate social distancing
in order to advance to the next phase, the following criteria must be addressed:
o trend of transmission in schools
trend of transmission in county
can we maintain cleanliness standards?
effectiveness of contact tracing, can we keep up?
can we fill all necessary substitute spots if too many teachers are quarantining?

Levy Presentation — Ken Hermanson, Principal

e Video produced by Krem 2 (Dec. 2)

e  Why are we asking for more money during a pandemic? This is not a new tax rather a replacement
levy. Levy is on a three year cycle, current levy expires after 2021. Levy must be approved to continue
funding 2022-2024.

e Right now students are missing after-school and enrichment activities due to Covid. If we want these
things available once it’s safe to participate, we need to fund the levy.

e What does the levy really do?

e Special Education , English Language Learners, Highly Capable Offerings (these
programs are not fully funded by the state)
e Extracuricular Programs, Arts, Expanded course offerings like AP classes
e Staffing: Teachers (to reduce class sizes), librarians, counselors, school nurses, school
support staff
e instructional professional development, instructional technology, supplies and materials
e Maintenance and Operations: custodial Staffing, grounds crews, supplies for those
efforts
e Operation of new middle schools: current elementary teachers will go to those schools
but we still need funding for additional principals, assistant principals, counselors,
librarians, custodians, office staffs, utilities. The new middle schools reduce crowding in
present elementary schools.
e State will reduce our funding in the next three years. We will lose 7.3 million in 2021-22, 14.6 million in
2022-2023, and 19.9 million in 2023-2024.
e  Why are their four school tax lines on my property tax bill?
e Local Levy
e Local Bond
e New State Schools
e New State Schools #2
e Average Home valued at $250,000 levy expenses:
e Current: $1,477/year
e New Levy: $1,850/year
e Ways to support the levy: waving signs, leaflet drop, phone calls, social media, yard signs, learning
more, texts to friends/community members
e What can the PTG do?
¢ Yes, a PTA can contribute financially to support the levy.
e There should be a line item in the budget for such activities but we don’t have that
¢ Members must vote to place the line item in the budget
e Neighborhood schools have already contributed to the Yes4Kids campaign: Hutton,
Jefferson, Sac, Adams, Sheridan, LC, etc.

New Business

o Elizabeth Coyote would love to have volunteers for a leaflet drop in our neighborhood Saturday, 1/23.

e Elizabeth Coyote motions we donate $100, a modest amount, to support the leaflet drop and signage in
our area. Darcy Hastings seconds.
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Carly Howarth expresses concern over donating PTG funds to something that might be deemed
“political.” Wilson PTG has never donated to support a levy in the past. We don’t have a line
item in the budget to support this donation.

What's the timeline for pushing this decision to another meeting? (Alexis Padgham)

Josie Dix suggests we all make individual contributions to the YesForKids campaign rather than
PTG donating

Rod Burke urges PTG to support. He has lived in a town that failed to pass a levy and it forced
a drastic change the community (pay to play activities, further disparity socio-economically)
Josie Sackmann suggest we support the campaign individually AND as a PTG. As someone
who has donated to the PTG for years, this kind of giving is in line with her expectations.

Ralph Simmerer recognizes that some people are experiencing financial hardship due to the
pandemic.

Katie Glazier proposes we contribute more than $100

Courtney Malone motions we contribute $500 to YesForKids. Carly Howarth seconds.
Anonymous ballot results: 97% Yes. 1 Person abstained. 0% No
