For the safety of our preschoolers, all doors remain locked. Please ring the doorbell when you
arrive, which is found just off the 1* parking lot on your left as you turn onto Forest Drive from
Barnett Shoals Rd. The doorbell is to the right of the double glass doors under the awning.
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Where to park: Park in the very 1* parking lot to your left once you turn onto Forest Rd. from
Barnett Shoals Rd. This is a small one-way, U-shaped parking lot. (The entrance to the U is the
2" driveway.) If you go to the larger parking lot adjacent to the playground, you've gone too far.
Ignore the Handicap signs, as they are not enforced during non-church hours.

When you arrive, you will be entering the main office side of our church campus, where Kasey
will meet you for your tour.

Tour times: 9:30am-11:30am Monday-Friday. (Please call for an appointment.)

Tour length: 30 minutes or less.
