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= Hold the note for 3 beats
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= Repeat this section
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Da Capo al Fine
Go back to the beginning, play it
again and stop where it sais “Fine”
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= Fermata (hold the note longer, at your own discretion)

= Diminuendo (gradually reduce volume)
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Note:
Some pieces begin and end

on uncomplete measures and
use what is called a leading note.

= Tie (add the duration of both notes)
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=   Hold the sustain pedal for this section

=   Ritardando (slowing down)
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Staccato
Play it very short by pushing your �nger
down while moving your hand up
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Legato
Play the notes one right after the
other, with no silence in between
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
