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What is it? 

Frozen Jr. is a summer intensive theatre program. Rehearsals 

run weekdays from 9:00am to 4:00pm for two weeks leading 

up to the performances. Within these rehearsals, students will 

work on all aspects of the musical theatre process. This means 

that in addition to rehearsing for the performances, students 

will also help create their costumes, props, and the set. There 

will be three performances of Frozen Jr. at the end of the 

program for the students to showcase their wonderful work!

Program Tuition 

It is $250 per student to participate in the Frozen Jr. summer 

program. ($200/additional student in a family).

All students interested in joining the summer program must attend our 

audition workshop. In this group workshop you will work with the music 

and stage directors, as well as the choreographer, on material from Frozen 
Jr. This audition workshop will help the artistic team find the best 

placement for each student within the show. 
 

Every student who attends this audition workshop and pays their program 
tuition is guaranteed admission into the summer theatre program. 

 
 

The audition materials can be found on the website. From these selections, 

each student should pick one (1) song and one (1) scene to prepare for 

the audition workshop. In addition, the students will be taught a group 

ensemble song and dance at the audition workshop. 

Audition Tips! 
✓ Be confident and clear with your words 

✓ Tell a story with your voice and expressions 

✓ Even if you make a mistake, keep going! 

✓ Your song and scene selection don’t have to be memorized, but make 

sure to familiarize yourself with them 

✓ Be an active listener and team player – both are very important parts of 

being in a musical!
