The letters extol the virtues and rarity of the note and a visit by Barber to the Gunther museum when Charles
was away. Content details the possibility of it being the only one in the United States at that time and that it
could be compared to the piece in the Imperial Museum in St.Petersburg, Russia. The note was offered for sale
at the time for the discount price of only $20, while Barber felt it was worth at least $50. He went on to say
that it was an important acquisition for Gunther to add to his museum as it was the first paper currency of the
World with unquestionable authenticity and that the note came along with a consignment of other antiquities
from Shanghai. The two letters themselves grade VF with folds, a few tiny chips/seps and the first with a
small closed tear from the bottom up. They both are very legible and delightfully written with clearly inked
handwritten text. Although not the finest quality specimen of this note in existence, this piece is arguably one
of the most historic on U.S. shores with a colorful and well-documented provenance to the “Candy Man” of
Chicago.
