Twice a year, the Friends of the Temple Public Library hosts the best used book sale in Central Texas, featuring
thousands of bargains for $2 or less. The event draws repeat customers from near and far, booklovers looking for
bargains, collectors hunting for a hard-to-find title in great condition, and Friends members delighted to see
longtime pals. Friends members may preview books for the Labor Day 2023 Used Book Sale on Monday,
August 28, from 10 am. to 7 p.m.

Friends of the Temple Public Library, a 501 (c)3 charitable organization formed in 1965, has labored for seven
decades to extend the library's capacity through volunteers, program support and outreach, awareness building,
and fundraising. The Friends give $35,000 to $55,000 annually to fulfill the Librarian's Wish List, which includes
needs not funded by the City of Temple. Friends’ contributions have included building renovations, two bookmobiles, furniture and
equipment, services and programs, such as the children’'s summer reading program. Currently the Friends have 224 members, including
17 patrons and nine Lifetime Members.

The Friends accept donations of gently used books, CDs, and DVDs all year at the library. Volunteers, working year-round, prepare the
items for two major fundraisers: used book sales in February/March and August/September. At each sale, more than 45,000 books are
pre-sorted into over 90 categories and displayed in a roomy, air-conditioned setting on the Temple Public Library's third floor. Proceeds
from each sale generally are upwards of $25,000.

As a Friend, you are invited to preview and purchase books and other offerings before the public. If you are not a member but would like
to come to the preview, you may join at the door! Individual memberships are $10; Household memberships are $20; Patron
memberships are $100; Benefactor memberships are $250, and Lifetime Memberships are $1,000. Business memberships range from
$500 to $1,500. Cash, checks and credit/debit cards are accepted.

In addition to sorting books and volunteering at book sales, members volunteer at the library, help with children's programs and serve on
Friends committees and Board of Directors. If you would like to join this vibrant group and work to build a better Temple Public Library
and community, we would love for you to join us. We need energetic members who are enthusiastic about books, reading, the library,
ideas and people.
