To become a volunteer in Los Angeles Unified:

Fill out an application to volunteer at LUOCTEE
https://volunteerapp.lausd.net. Select
whether you would like to serve as a
or volunteer and
select a location where you would like
to serve.

Virtual: On-Campus:

« Have your valid Tuberculosis (TB)
Clearance verification available.

The principal or site administrator will review the application and
will approve based on need.

If the application is approved, the Office of Parent and Community
Services (PCS) will conduct a final review of the application and
confirm approval.

(For On-Campus Volunteers only):

After PCS approves the application, PCS will email you a temporary
badge. A valid Daily Pass is required for all On-Campus volunteers.
You may access a Daily Pass at http://dailypass.lausd.net. Check
with your school for any additional safety clearance as required by
public health guidance.

(For virtual Volunteers only):
Opportunities to volunteer virtually are provided on an as-needed
basis as identified by school administrators.

For the safety of our volunteers, families and Los Angeles Unified staff during the COVID-19 pandemic,
volunteer opportunities at the Los Angeles Unified will follow public health guidelines.
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
