Flammekueche, Kougelhopf, and 
sophisticated wines will delight your palate 
while we dine in traditional winstubs and 
Michelin-starred restaurants. Next we’ll 
travel to Reims and Epernay, home of the 
world’s most exclusive bubbly wines and 
spend two nights in Les Crayères. We will 
finish the trip in Paris for the last night 
together.
