During the discussion that followed, it was suggested that since Mr. Piggush is familiar with filling out the forms, we should let him do it for us.  Ellen Mikeworth moved to have Neil Piggush fill out the forms for the source water protection plan and to include the cost for doing it into the EPA loan, seconded by Shelley Ponton and the motion passed.
