ORDINANCE NO. 1032
AN ORDINANCE REVISING CHAPTER 4, SUBSECTION A. OF SECTION 1 OF TITLE ONE OF THE SUPERIOR TOWN CODE AS REVISED IN 2005

WHEREAS, the Town Council has reviewed Chapter Four, Subsection A. of Section 1 of Title One of the Superior Town Code as revised in 2005 and has found that Subsection A. of Section 1 of Chapter 4 of Title 1 of the Superior Town Code as revised in 2005 contains potential penalty for violation of the Town Code of the Town of Superior, that the Town is not equipped to impose; and


WHEREAS, the Town council feels that it is necessary and appropriate to replace Subsection A. of Section 1 of Chapter 4 of Title 1 of the Superior Town Code as revised in 2008 with the Subsection A. of Section 1 Chapter 4 of Title 1 which Section is attached hereto, in order to modify the possible penalties for violation of the Town Code of the Town of Superior, Wyoming.  


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOWN OF SUPERIOR, WYOMING that Subsection A. of Section 1 of Chapter 4 of Title One of the superior Town Code, as revised in 2005 is hereby revised in its entirety in the manner attached hereto, and by this reference, incorporated herein.


SECTION 1:  Ratification.  The above provisions are hereby ratified and affirmed.


SECTION 2:  Authority.  This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to the authority found in Wyoming Statutes Annotated, Section 15-1-103(a)(v),(xi), and (xxv)(Lexis 2007).


SECTION 3:  Short Title.  This Ordinance Shall be known, cited and referred to as Subsection A. of Section 1 of Chapter 4, Title 1, General Penalty, of the Town of Superior.

Proposed New 1-4-1(A) of the Town Code of The Town of Superior, Wyoming

“1-4-1
GENERAL PENALTY:

A.
General Penalty:  Whenever in this code, an act is prohibited or is made or declared to be unlawful or an offense or a misdemeanor, or whenever in such code the doing of any act is required or the failure to do any act is declared to be unlawful, the violation of any such provision of such ordinance shall be punishable by a fine not exceeding seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00); provided, however, that no penalty shall be greater than the penalty provided for the same or a similar offense under the laws of the state.”
