ORDINANCE NO. 1048
AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING ANCILLARY AND INCHOATE OFFENSES WITHIN THE TOWN OF SUPERIOR
WHEREAS, currently the Town, by Ordinance, has not adopted the ancillary and inchoate offenses contained in the Wyoming State Statutes, and;

WHEREAS, adopting such statutes will assist law enforcement in keeping order and give them jurisdictional options as to which Court in which to charge ancillary and inchoate offenses. 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOWN OF SUPERIOR, SWEETWATER COUNTY, WYOMING THAT THE TOWN CODE SHOULD BE MODIFIED IN THE FOLLOWING WAY:  

1-4-4: Accessory before the fact.
(a)  A person who knowingly aids or abets in the commission of an offense, or who counsels, encourages, hires, commands or procures an offense to be committed, is an accessory before the fact. 

(b)  An accessory before the fact: 

(i)  May be indicted, informed against, tried and convicted as if he were a principal; 

(ii)  May be indicted, informed against, tried and convicted either before or after and whether or not the principal offender is indicted, informed against, tried or convicted; and 

(iii)  Upon conviction, is subject to the same punishment and penalties as are prescribed by law for the punishment of the principal.

1-4-5:  ATTEMPT TO COMMIT AN OFFENSE

(a)  A person is guilty of an attempt to commit a crime if: 

(i)  With the intent to commit the crime, he does any act which is a substantial step towards commission of the crime. A "substantial step" is conduct which is strongly corroborative of the firmness of the person's intention to complete the commission of the crime; or 

(ii)  He or she intentionally engages in conduct which would constitute the crime had the attendant circumstances been as the person believes them to be. 

(b)  A person is not liable under this section if, under circumstances manifesting a voluntary and complete renunciation of his criminal intention, he avoided the commission of the crime attempted by abandoning his criminal effort. Within the meaning of this subsection, renunciation of criminal purpose is not voluntary if it is motivated, in whole or in part, by circumstances, not present or apparent at the inception of the person's course of conduct, which increase the probability of detection or apprehension or which make more difficult the accomplishment of the criminal intention. Renunciation is not complete if it is motivated by a decision to postpone the criminal conduct until a more advantageous time or to transfer the criminal effort to another but similar objective or victim.

1-4-6.  SOLICITATION 

(a) A person is guilty of solicitation to commit a crime if, with intent that a crime be committed, he or she commands, encourages or facilitates the commission of that crime under circumstances strongly corroborative of the intention that the crime be committed but the solicited crime is not attempted or committed. 

(b)  A person is not liable under this section if, after soliciting another person to commit a crime, he or she persuaded the other person not to do so or otherwise prevented the commission of the crime, under circumstances manifesting a voluntary and complete renunciation of his criminal intention.

1-4-7.  CONSPIRACY

(a)  A person is guilty of conspiracy to commit a crime if he or she agrees with one (1) or more persons that they or one (1) or more of them will commit a crime and one (1) or more of them does an overt act to effect the objective of the agreement. 

(b)  A person is not liable under this section if after conspiring he or she withdraws from the conspiracy and thwarts its success under circumstances manifesting voluntary and complete renunciation of his criminal intention. 

(c)  A conspiracy may be prosecuted in the Town if the agreement was entered into or any act evidencing the conspiracy or furthering the purpose took place.
