ORDINANCE NO. 1049
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CRIMINAL PENALTIES WITHIN THE TOWN OF SUPERIOR
WHEREAS, the Town has a need to amend the criminal penalties for violating various Ordinances with 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOWN OF SUPERIOR, SWEETWATER COUNTY, WYOMING THAT THE TOWN CODE SHOULD BE MODIFIED IN THE FOLLOWING WAY:  

1-4-1: GENERAL PENALTY: 

A. Misdemeanor: Whenever in this code or in any ordinance, rule or regulation promulgated by any officer or agency of the town of Superior under authority vested in him by law or ordinance, any act is prohibited or is declared to be unlawful or an offense or a misdemeanor, or the doing of any act is required, or the failure to do any act is declared to be unlawful or an offense or a misdemeanor, unless otherwise designated, the penalties shall be as follows:

I. Class A Misdemeanor: For offenses designated Class A Misdemeanors, the violation of any such provision of this code or any such ordinance, rule or regulation may be punished by a fine of not more than seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00), or imprisonment for a period not exceeding six (6) months, or both such fine and imprisonment, at the discretion of the court, to which shall be added costs.

II. Class B Misdemeanor: For offenses designated Class B Misdemeanors, the violation of any such provision of this code or any such ordinance, rule or regulation may be punished by a fine of not more than seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) to which shall be added costs. Defendants accused of a Class B misdemeanor may not be entitled to Court appointed counsel and shall be tried by the Bench.

Any Offense for which no specific penalty is designated shall be considered a Class B Misdemeanor. 

D. Court Costs: Upon conviction of a violation of this code or any ordinance, rule or regulation, the municipal judge shall assess court costs not exceeding thirty dollars ($30.00), which shall be paid by the person or persons convicted of such violation.
All other provisions of 1-4-1 shall remain unaffected.
