ORDINANCE NO. 1053
AN ORDINANCE GOVERNING THE PLACEMENT OF OUT BUILDINGS IN TOWN
WHEREAS, currently the Town of Superior has Ordinances regulating setbacks of buildings within Town, and;

WHEREAS, the current reading of the Ordinances exempt outbuildings not on a permanent foundation or uncovered from complying with setback requirements; and

WHEREAS, for the health, safety and fire prevention of the Town residents and structures, as well as to increase and maintain property values, the inclusion of outbuildings not on a permanent foundation or uncovered in setback regulations is required. 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOWN OF SUPERIOR, SWEETWATER COUNTY, WYOMING THAT THE TOWN CODE SHOULD BE MODIFIED IN THE FOLLOWING WAY:  

12-2-2: general definitions:
BUILDING: any structure intended for the shelter, housing, or enclosure of persons, animals or goods.
No other definition in Ordinance 12-2-2 is altered by this Act.

Public Hearing – November 12, 2015
Third Reading – November 12, 2015
