ORDINANCE NO.  1057 
AN ORDINANCE SETTING ANIMAL FEES BY RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, at the recommendation of the Town Marshall, the Town needs to revise its animal control fees to more adequately address actual costs; and,
WHEREAS, it is desirable that the fees be set by Resolution of the Town Council in order to more efficiently respond to changed costs and circumstances.   
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOWN OF SUPERIOR, SWEETWATER COUNTY, WYOMING THAT THE TOWN CODE SHOULD BE MODIFIED IN THE FOLLOWING WAY:  

5-3B-16: FEES:
All fees associated with the impoundment, adoption, destruction, burying, removal, hauling and licensing of an animal shall be set by Resolution of the Town Council. Said fees may be differentiated based on the number of times an animal has been so treated, or the animals of an owner or associated with a particular property has been so treated, the sex and fertility of said animal, and any other relevant factor.  In addition, the Town may require owners and/or keepers of an animal to compensate the Town for expenditures made on behalf of the animal’s welfare while in its custody and control, including, but not limited to, veterinary care and medicines.
