FRAUD &
CYBERSECURITY ALERTS

nfortunately, phone scams, email fraud, and
online scams continue to increase across our
area. Please remain cautious and help protect
yourself and your neighbors.

Common scams currently reported include:

Phone calls pretending to be from banks,
government agencies, utility companies,

or law enforcement

Scammers demanding immediate payment
through gift cards, wire transfers, payment
apps, or cryptocurrency

Text messages claiming you owe tolls,
taxes, or delivery fees

Emails requesting HOA payments or
personal banking information

Fake contractor or home repair offers

after storms

Important reminders:

Never send money to someone you do not
personally know or have not verified

Legitimate organizations will not pressure you
for immediate payment over the phone

Do not share banking information, passwords,
or verification codes

Hang up on suspicious callers and contact

the organization directly using an official

phone number

Be cautious when clicking links in texts or emails

If something feels suspicious, trust your instincts
and verify before responding.
