More About Owen Huw Roberts

Ed first met Owen Huw in 1987 during an
International Folk Dance Festival in Nice,
France. He was coaching two young steppers,
Ben and Bobbie (Benjamin Powell and Robert
Hughes), from the Colwyn Bay School. From our
first encounter, and to this very day, Owen has
always been unassuming, quiet, and extremely
humble—not the characteristics one might
normally use to describe a champion of solo clog
dance.

In her book, A Step In Time: Folk Dance in Wales, Emma
Lile recognizes Owen Huw Roberts in a genealogical line
of steppers alongside Hywel Wood, Bala; Len Roberts,
Llanfyllin; and Caradog Puw, Llanuwehllyn. Owen
learned from Len Roberts. He is included in this
illustrious list, while some earlier cloggers are not
because as a teacher at the Colwyn Bay School he was
able to pass his passion and knowledge of clogging to his
students. Since then, he has shared his expertise with
countless others who, in turn, have also passed on the tradition. In this manner, Owen has become
recognized as a key figure in the continuation and perpetuation of clog dancing in Wales. Dawns y
Glocsen or Step y Glocsen as Owen prefers it called, can once again be seen performed throughout the
entire country. It is believed to be an unbroken tradition transmitted from one generation to the next
and Owen is one of the vital links in this chain of uninterrupted cultural dance custom.
