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Navigating your Child’s

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Venkat Announces Grants for 
Emergency Responders 
by State Rep. Arvind Venkat 

 

     My greatest priority as State Representative 
for the 30th Legislative District is to enhance the 
health and safety of our community. Some of the 
most important people in that effort are our po-
lice officers, firefighters, and emergency medical 
services providers. Recently, I secured for more 
than $28,000 in funding for first responders serv-
ing Hampton Township, including: 

$15,000 to Shaler-Hampton Area EMS 
$13,839.63 to the Hampton Township  
Volunteer Fire Department No. 1. 

     We currently have a shortage of emergency responders, which exacerbates 
issues, making it take longer to responder to 911 calls. I advocated for these 
grants to ensure that EMS providers and firefighters in the 30th Legislative Dis-
trict have the resources they need to respond to emergencies. With these 
grants, our first responders can move forward with facility upgrades and new 
equipment as well as training and certification efforts.  
 

     As a practicing emergency physician and legislator, I understand how im-
portant it is to enact policies that will improve the safety of our communities. 
That’s why I support Gov. Josh Shapiro’s proposal to double the state’s invest-
ments in the Office of the State Fire Commissioner’s Fire and EMS Grant Pro-
gram – which allocated these funds to Shaler-Hampton EMS and Hampton Vol-
unteer Fire Department – so we may keep our communities safe.
