Valentine’s Day. The non-profit group has its roots in Charlotte, North Carolina, and 
its reach is spreading across the country. 
     The local chapter began in 2021 when Lisa Kostelnik, a Wexford-based gym own-
er and sister of Widow Project founder Ashley Manning, heard about three young 
women from her gym who had lost their spouses within months of each other. The 
project continues to grow as this year, 407 widows or widowers received flowers, 
treats, and small indulgences; 49 of those live in the Hampton/Gibsonia/Glenshaw 
area.  
     “It’s such a thoughtful and kind gesture,” reflects Linda. “It’s wonderful that peo-
ple remember you on Valentine’s Day. This was my third or fourth year as a recipi-
ent, and it’s so lovely. The first year,” she remembers, “was bittersweet. You are so 
grateful that people remember you, but of course you wish they didn’t have to. 
This is very special, and it truly helps you on a difficult day.” 

     Volunteers gathered at the lodge in North Park 
and worked together to assemble everything 
where, Lisa reports, “You could just feel the love. 
Even the snow stopped for the two days we were 
working! Volunteers put their whole hearts into 
this, and the outside world kind of goes away for 
those couple of days.”

Jacob Mitchell

     Hampton Township Police Department officer Jacob Mitchell has always 
wanted to get impaired drivers off of the road, and now he has become an 
expert. He recently obtained a designation of DRE (Drug Recognition Ex-
pert), an expert that is called in for possible drug-related DUI’s. Mitchell 
completed the extensive Drug Evaluation Classification Program through 
the National Highway Traffic Safety Association to become one of only 254 

in the state of Pennsylvania.  
     The DRE is a difficult certification to obtain 
but one of the best ones to have. It is a 3-week 
program with training and testing throughout 
and the final knowledge exam must be passed 
with a score of 100%. If any questions are 
missed, the officer must repeat all of the train-
ing and testing from the beginning of the 
course. The final “DRE Matrix” has 150 words 
and the matrix must be filled out perfectly. “I 
recorded myself going through it and listened 
to it in the car on the way to training,” said 
Mitchell. Mitchell passed on his first attempt. 
     If an officer suspects that a driver is im-
paired under a substance after completing the 

standard sobriety testing, Mitchell is called to the scene. Through a 13-step 
process, he determines if an individual is impaired by drugs or may be hav-
ing a medical emergency and he makes the judgement on whether a blood 
draw is needed or if the individual should be taken to the hospital. 
     When asked what he likes about his job, Mitchell replied that “I really 
enjoy helping people during their worst times in life, and that every day is 
different.” 
     Mitchell grew up in Canonsburg and attended Waynesburg University. 
He played football there for four years and graduated with a de-
gree in Criminal Justice. Following graduation, he worked with the 
Washington County Juvenile Probation Leader Program, a school-
based program teaching life skills to at-risk youth. He then worked 
in domestic relations collecting child support funds and realized 
that sitting behind a desk was not for him, which led him to the 
Police Academy.  
     Mitchell started working part-time with HTPD out of the Acade-
my for a couple of years and became full-time in 2017. In his off 
time, he travels with his wife Emily, and his daughters Evelyn (7) 
and Jane (5) to cheer competitions. “It’s a blast. They both love it 
and it’s fun hanging out with family and friends.” The Mitchells live 
in Sarver and also enjoy spending time with their chocolate lab 
Theo who just turned 9.

     The Hampton Township Competitive 
Cheer team, led by Coach Kathy Long, has 
had a lot to cheer about this season.

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High School Girls Basketball Team  
A Season of Growth and Resilience 
 

     The Aquinas High School Girls Basketball team has wrapped 
up their regular season with an impressive 14-7 overall record 
and a strong 11-3 mark within their section. Despite facing the 
toughest schedule in Class A, the Crusaders have shown remark-
able resilience and growth, setting the stage for a promising 
playoff run. 
     The team faced a significant challenge in their non-section 
games, playing against top-ranked teams in higher classifica-
tions, including Elizabeth Forward, Central Valley, and Ford City 
twice. These tough matchups resulted in four non-section losses 
but provided invaluable experience for the young squad. Their 
section losses were similarly to formidable opponents: the unde-
feated Union, the reigning back-to-back WPIAL champion and 
currently ranked 2nd in the state, and St. Joseph, who played 
Union in last season’s WPIAL finals. 
     The Crusaders did manage to defeat St. Joseph handily earlier 
in the season, posting a dominant 50-31 victory. However, they 
fell to St. Joseph 60-54 in the second matchup. In that game, 
Aquinas was forced to play without their leading scorer and de-
fensive standout, Tess Duer, who had been sidelined due to inju-
ry. Despite this setback, the Crusaders proved their ability to 
compete with the best in their section. 
     Aquinas is led by a talented group of juniors, with Tess Duer 
and Elliot Keverline standing out as the team’s key players. Duer, 
who entered the season as the only returning starter from the 

previous year, is averaging 11 points per game, 4.2 assists, and 
4.3 steals, while also attracting attention from college recruiters. 
Keverline, who is averaging 9.2 points per game and 5.2 re-
bounds, has also caught the eye of scouts and has been a crucial 
contributor throughout the season.  
     The team has also been bolstered by several other key play-
ers. Junior Becca Guillen has been a consistent offensive force, 
averaging 7.5 points per game, while sophomores Carly Bezila 
(7.4 PPG, 2.3 APG) and Katie Tarquininio (leading the team with 
6.7 RPG) have made significant impacts. Tarquininio, in particu-
lar, has been instrumental in the paint, providing crucial re-
bounding. Sophomores Kay Chufo and Lucy Keverline have also 
been vital members of the starting lineup and have contributed 
with key performances. 
     Looking ahead to the WPIAL Class A playoffs, the Crusaders 
have qualified and are expected to be one of the top four seeds. 
With the team returning all 12 players next season, the future 
looks bright for Aquinas girls basketball. 
     Aquinas’ success this season can be attributed not only to the 
talent on the court but also to the leadership of Head Coach 
Andrew Kurzawski. Kurzawski, who took over the program this 
year, brings with him a wealth of experience. Before coming to 
Aquinas, Kurzawski turned around the McGuffey High School 
girls’ basketball program, leading them to back-to-back WPIAL 
Class 3A playoff appearances after a nine-year playoff drought.      
Additionally, Kurzawski spent ten years as a college basketball

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Food Allergy Safety Bill Passes PA House 
and a State Budget To Build On

     I’m thrilled that the food allergy safety bill I’m prime sponsoring 
with state Rep. Natalie Mihalek, H.B. 77, has passed the Pennsylvania 
House of Representatives with bipartisan support and now moves to the 
state Senate for consideration. 
     Plain and simple, this legislation will save lives by requiring restau-
rants and other related establishments to warn of the presence of ingre-
dients that trigger potentially fatal allergic reactions and request cus-
tomers to convey to their servers what food allergies they might have. 
As an emergency physician, I’ve treated countless patients with serious 
consequences of food allergies and recognize the importance of ad-

dressing this critical public health concern. 
     Gov. Josh Shapiro recently outlined his proposal for 
the Commonwealth’s 2025-26 fiscal year budget. For 
one, I was pleased to hear his ongoing commitment to 
economic development. I also remain committed to 
ensuring public health, public safety, and public educa-
tion are all robustly funded through our state budget, 
with a particular emphasis on funding for school dis-
tricts such as Hampton.

 As we move into March, the General Assembly has 
already started to negotiate the 2025-26 budget. We’ll be 
wrapping up Budget Hearings in the coming weeks. These 
hearings allow Committee Members in both the House 
and Senate to speak directly to the administrative depart-
ments who carry out large parts of Pennsylvania’s annual 
budget to better understand what their needs are, what 
programs are working, and what isn’t working.   
Budget hearings are especially important this year as we 
navigate the chaos out of Washington, D.C. A significant 
portion of Pennsylvania’s budget comes from federal dol-

lars, whether that is money for education, roads, clean water, farm-
ers, or individuals with disabilities. When funding is indiscriminately 
cut or frozen from the federal level, that makes it incredibly difficult 
to plan for our state budget and how we fund the programs that 
Pennsylvanians rely on to get to work, get an education, and build 
their lives here in the Commonwealth.  
     But, we are negotiating this budget without a way to protect that 
money from waste, fraud, and abuse. That’s why I am reintroducing 
the Commonwealth Fraud Prevention Act with my colleague Kristin 
Phillips-Hill (R-York). This legislation encourages private citizens to 
come forward as whistleblowers to report those filing false or fraud-
ulent claims against the Pennsylvania government. It includes all of 
the provisions required for compliance with the Federal False Claims 
Act, which will allow Pennsylvania to recover an additional 10% of 
any monies recovered under the law.  44% of government fraud is 
found by tip. Protecting and encouraging whistleblowers to come 
forward is the best and most effective way to prevent fraud and pro-
tect our tax dollars. 

          Over the past several weeks, I have been 
busy in both Harrisburg and here at home. 
Shaler Hampton EMS recently hosted an Al-
legheny County Emergency Services forum at 
the Hampton Community Center, and I was 
pleased to attend and support our vital first 
responders. I am committed to working with 
our emergency services to find solutions to 
the current and long-term issues that EMS 
providers are facing throughout the state.    

     In Harrisburg, Gov. Josh Shapiro delivered his annual budget 
address on Feb. 4. Our state’s fiscal year begins on July 1 and 
lasts through June 30 of the following year. Gov. Shapiro’s pro-
posed  $51.5 billion budget would increase spending by 7.5% 
over the current fiscal year. I am concerned that the rapid growth 
in government spending will exceed our revenue and require the 
state to use a large amount of our Rainy Day Fund.  

Additionally, the unequal distribution of proposed funding is 
very troubling.  
     For example, if we compare the Hampton Township School 
District to the School District of Philadelphia, we see very 
different funding proposals. Hampton Township School District 
currently receives about $6,000 per student in state funding, 
and under the governor’s proposed budget, the district is slat-
ed to get just $32 extra per student. Compare that to the 
School District of Philadelphia, which receives $11,000 per 
student currently and in the proposed budget will receive an 
extra $790 per student.  
     This proposal penalizes well-run schools like Hampton and 
others throughout the North Hills.  
     Over the next few months, I will be analyzing the budget 
proposal and working hard to find potential changes and im-
provements for a fairer and more balanced budget. We need a 
budget that is sustainable, fairly distributes funding through-
out Pennsylvania, and encourages growth.
