     The Hampton Township Police Department (HTPD) is dedi-
cated to enhancing the quality of life of our residents and 
guests by providing the very best in law enforcement services. 
Thank you to the staff for helping to keep our community safe. 
 A summary of noteworthy incidents that occurred are 
listed below. These incident statistics included, but WERE NOT

5/14/2025:  

Team DUI Task Force 
 

      During the weekend of 5/9/2025: The North Hills DUI Task 

Force conducted a Stationary DUI checkpoint detail that was in 

conjunction with the National Highway Transportation Safety 

Administration Checkpoint Strike Force. On 5-9-2025, the task 

force conducted a Sobriety Checkpoint in McCandless Town-

ship. There were 837 vehicles that passed through the check-

point and 2 individuals were administered field sobriety test, of 

those tested, 1 was arrested for driving under the influence of 

drugs or alcohol. 13 citations and 3 warnings were issued for 

various vehicle code violations. This is the Twenty Ninth year 

for the North Hills DUI Task Force and to date, 264 check-

points/roving patrols have been conducted. There have been 

2272 individuals tested for DUI, and of those tested, 1072 have 

been arrested. The North Hills DUI Task Force is comprised of 

officers from the police departments of Borough of Aspinwall, 

Borough of Etna, Indiana Twp, Northern Regional, O’Hara Twp, 

Ross Twp, Shaler Twp, West Deer Twp, Borough of West View, 

McCandless Twp, Borough of Millvale, Hampton Twp, Borough 

of Blawnox, and Reserve Township. 

     Law enforcement officials continue to emphasize the im-

portance of responsible driving and urge motorists to make 

safe choices, such as designating a sober driver or utilizing al-

ternative transportation when needed. 

Vehicle Accident 
 

        On 5/12/25, HTPD officers were dispatched to the intersec-
tion of Wickline Rd. and S. Pioneer Rd. for a two vehicle accident 
with reported injuries.  
     Unit #1 sustained moderate damage to the passenger side 
front bumper but was able to be driven from the scene. Unit #2 
sustained moderate damage to the rear passenger side of the 
vehicle and was towed from the scene. One person was taken 
for medical evaluation by private transport. A mailbox and post 
were damaged in the accident. 
 

Public Drunkenness 
 

      On 5/11/25, at approximately 2154 hours, while traveling on 
Route 8 near Duncan Avenue an officer observed a male cross all 
four lanes of Route 8 wearing dark clothing. The officer, as well 
as other vehicles on the roadway, had to slow down in order not 
to strike the male.  
      The officer made contact with the male who was visibly in-
toxicated.  After explaining to him that he was a danger to him-
self being intoxicated trying to walk home, he was given a curte-
sy ride home and cited with public drunkenness.

      On 5/5/25, officers were dispatched to Harts Run Rd. for a 
downed telephone pole with wires down on the road. Three 
vehicles were damaged when the wires came down, there were 
no injuries.  
     The Hampton VFD, Fire Police and Duquesne Light were noti-
fied and arrived on scene. Harts Run Road was closed at Rosanna 
Drive and Clearview Road until it was cleared.

     Because of the nomination for Outstanding Musical, the full 
cast of Hadestown: Teen Edition had the opportunity to perform 
the number “Livin’ It Up On Top.”

He credited his directors—Mr. Franklin, Mrs. Zavallo, 
and Mrs. Lavella—as well as the cast and company for making 
him feel so accepted and for giving him a home away from 
home. 
     Franklin explained, “Some schools make the Gene Kelly 
Awards (GKA) the focus behind why they produce musicals and 
are extremely GKA-driven. That leaves a bad taste in my mouth 
because the emphasis isn’t on learning the craft; it’s about win-
ning. We’re the opposite—we focus on creating the highest qual-
ity theatrical experience for the students possible, and the GKA 
are a nice added after-effect. I was so very proud of what these 
students accomplished by coming together, and was happy to 
see them share it with the audience one more time,” Franklin 
said. 

     The crew dazzled at the 
Gene Kelly Awards, taking 
home five outstanding 
wins! From breathtaking 
vocals to stellar technical 
execution, their dedication 
and talent shone through 
in Outstanding Vocal En-
semble, Set Design, 
Lighting Design, Crew/

     Watching the fish splash into their new habitat was an ex-
citing moment, especially for Cole. “I like to fish, and I’m looking 
forward to fishing at the newly stocked lake,” he said, already 
anticipating the joy of casting a line in the refreshed waters. 
     The Hampton Township Public Works Department played a 
leading role in bringing the park pond project to life, ensuring 
the area was well-prepared for its latest addition—new aquatic 
life. 
     Adam Motchenbaugh, a Hampton resident and engineer with 
PVE LLC, designed the project and worked closely with the 
Township’s public works team throughout the process. In prepa-
ration for the fish stocking, he and two fellow PVE employees 
installed habitats to support the larger fish. 
     Hampton Township Public Works Foreman, Rich Myros, also 
contributed significantly to getting the lake ready, prioritizing 
the well-being of the minnows by ensuring they had places to 
hide and thrive. “The minnows need cover to survive, so our 
team placed a few wooden pallets wrapped in chicken wire and 
weighted down with cinder blocks into the lake,” Myros ex-
plained. “That should provide them a safe refuge.” 
     For Assistant Township Manager Susan Bernet, the restocking 
carried a personal connection. “When I was a child, I remember 
catching my first fish right here at the pond,” Bernet said with a 
smile. That nostalgic bond with the park resonates with many in 
the community, as fishing remains a cherished pastime for gen-
erations. 
     The pond, surrounded by the walking trail and ornamental 
grasses with bright yellow wildflowers that attract butterflies, is 
a serene spot for nature lovers. Those eager to fish in the newly 
stocked waters must adhere to the State Fish and Boat Commis-
sion’s requirements for a fishing license. Additionally, the town-
ship reminds visitors that swimming and wading in the pond are 
not permitted, and fishing is strictly catch-and-release only to 
help sustain the pond’s ecosystem. 
     Although the introduction of new fish is an exciting moment, 
it is expected that about 2% of them will not survive after re-
lease. 

     As spring unfolds, Hampton Community Park pond is now 
bustling, promising enjoyable fishing experiences for visitors in 
the coming months. Whether casting a line or simply enjoying 
the beauty of the park, the stocked lake is sure to bring re-
newed vibrancy to the community.

Expanding Their Impact 
 

     Beyond hospital sup-
port, Love From Lucy 
awards scholarships to 
high school seniors who 
have overcome challeng-
es. Their Bingo fundraiser 
at Pine-Richland Youth 
Center drew around 200 

attendees, with Pasquale’s Pizzeria donating food for the event. 
The event raised enough money to fund the pantry at UPMC 
Children’s Hospital for the next 2 years and enough to fund the 
scholarships for 2 years. 
     Up next: Midnight Madness, a late summer/early fall soccer 
tournament, supporting their mission and celebrating Lucy’s 
passion for the game. She now coaches for Steel City Soccer, 
mentoring young athletes.

For over two decades, the Hampton Berkshire Hathaway HomeServices 
office has hosted The Pink Tag Sale, raising funds for breast cancer re-
search and maintaining its mission to support survivors and fund cru-
cial research. 
     In May 2024, the sale surpassed $100,000 in total donations, reach-
ing the milestone during a Channel 11 news feature. The momentum 
has only grown, with 2025 already raising over $16,000 and the total 
nearing $125,000. Funds primarily benefit A Glimmer of Hope Founda-
tion, with past contributions also supporting Komen. 
     Held annually on the first Saturday in May and Pink Saturday (the 
Saturday after Black Friday), the sale attracts hundreds of shoppers. 
The next event is November 29, 2025, featuring holiday items along-
side regular goods.

      On 5/13/25, a township resident re-
ceived a phone call from an unknown 
number and was told that she owed a fine 
totaling $7,121.00 due to missing jury 
selection/jury duty. They were told that 
the funds needed to be cash only. The 
same phone number then proceeded to 
text them "court documents," which con-
tained an "arrest warrant" for the 
"Middle District of Pennsylvania." The 
documents also contained a "mobile es-
cort order" which instructed the recipient 
to always remain on the phone with the 
caller, otherwise they would be arrested. 
Within the paperwork there was an in-
struction page on how to properly deposit 
the associated money into a "Bailing ki-
osk," which they claim is through BTC 
Tech (Bailing Institute & Technologies). A 
Google search of this yields no results, 
however, BTC is the common acronym 
used for Bitcoin. The resident ended their 

phone call with the individuals after they 
went to the bank and spoke to the tellers, 
who advised them to file a police report, 
as they knew this was a scam. 
     Officers advised this was a scam and to 
ignore or block future calls from the indi-
vidual (s). They were advised to report 
the incident through ftc.gov and the FBI 
web site. An officer attempted to call the 
number she provided for the actor (s), but 
the line in question was disconnected.

ing a new tradition. 
     Prom sponsor Mrs. Amy Faith, in 
her third year overseeing the event, 
ensured everything ran seamlessly. 
One highlight was the buffet dinner 
in the grand ballroom, featuring a 
delicious spread of entrees and 
sides. Of course, no Pittsburgh cele-
bration would be complete without 
the beloved cookie table. Despite a 
local power outage complicating 
baking efforts, parents came 
through with dozens of homemade 
cookies, much to the delight of stu-

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Responding to the Storm, Easing Medical Debt,  
and Helping Military Families

     Since the April 29th storm, my staff and I have been communicating 
with residents, Duquesne Light, and the Public Utility Commission about 
the damage sustained in our area and the timeliness of the response. 
Being available to our community and effectively advocating for my 
neighbors continue to be among my top priorities.  
     In the legislature, a strong, bipartisan majority of the House passed 
legislation I introduced to help ensure patients and their families are 
better informed about hospital-based financial assistance programs and 
how to access them. House Bill 79 – now with the state Senate – would 
help all patients and their families avoid medical debt before it ever ac-
crues.  
     The House also unanimously passed my House Bill 865 with State 

Rep. Craig Williams, R-Delaware, that would bolster an 
important program for military families. The Military 
Family Education Program provides 10 semesters of 
tuition-free education for family members of the Penn-
sylvania National Guard. Our bill makes clear that the 
benefit is available each time a Guard member reenlists 
or renews their service commitment. It is now with the 
State Senate for consideration.  
     I recently introduced House Bill 1470 with State Rep. 
Bryan Cutler, R-Lancaster, that would ensure Medical 
Assistance patients have access to GLP-1 drugs while 
saving the state money. 
     Our bill would implement a system to reduce the 
state’s upfront expenditure for these drugs, which fight 
obesity and can help prevent costly diseases like type 2 
diabetes, cardiovascular disease, and kidney disease. 
Lower-income patients would have access to an im-
portant and beneficial medication, while healthier out-
comes for these patients would translate to greater cost 
savings for the state. 

Devastating Storms Highlight the

     In late April, Hampton and other commu-
nities were hit with devastating storms. They 
caused widespread damage and knocked out 
power to many across Western Pennsylva-
nia. I want to thank all our first responders, 
road crews, electric lineman and everyone 
who helped with storm recovery.   

     The effects in Hampton were significant and lingering, with 
many more severe than major snowstorms, including long-
term power outages, road blockages and school closures. Dur-
ing the time it took to get the power back on, my office 
worked hard to advocate for our residents. I also heard your

     As many of you may have heard, Pittsburgh Regional 
Transit is proposing major cuts to public transportation all 
over our region. In particular, Hampton could see local 
routes like the Mt. Royal and Thompson Run routes elimi-
nated entirely. Along with these fixed route cuts, Hampton 
would lose all ACCESS service for seniors and individuals 
with disabilities. 
     As your State Senator and a new member of the PRT 
Board, I know that these cuts will be devastating. Our peo-
ple, our workforce, and the future economic prosperity of 
Pennsylvania depends on access to transportation. Even 
leadership in the Senate Majority agrees with this. 
     That’s why I’m joining my colleagues Senator Nikil Saval, 

complaints and frustrations about getting electricity restored, and 
lack of timely and reliable information.    
     It is important we learn from this experience to see what was 
done well and what we must improve in the future. We need a 
strong and resilient power grid. There are steps other regions have 
taken from vegetation management, to burying critical cables, to 
having improved local staffing, that we can implement here to re-
duce the severity of the impact of future events. 
     I have asked for an in-depth review of how our electric compa-
nies are preparing for and responding to storms, so I am pleased 
the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission is conducting an inves-
tigation. I’m also looking forward to the commission’s findings and 
working on real policy solutions that will improve the storm re-
sponse in the future.  
     It’s unacceptable that people were in the dark for as long as 
they were. Severe weather will continue to happen, and I’m com-
mitted to making sure we’re not just reacting to these storms, but 
also actively preparing for the next one. 
 

Rep. Aerion Abney, and Rep. Jessica Benham to introduce the 
Transit for All PA! legislation package, a suite of legislative pro-
posals to help secure full funding for transit agencies across Penn-
sylvania.  
     This legislation is projected to yield hundreds of millions of dol-
lars, enough to fully close the current funding gaps, prevent service 
cuts and fare hikes, and allow transit agencies to restore and ex-
pand services. That means returning lost service into places like 
Hampton and the greater North Hills area. 
     It builds on Governor Shapiro’s proposal to allocate a portion of 
the existing income tax to public transit. Together, this funding can 
create statewide transit systems that will get people where they 
need and want to go, when they want to get there. 
     This is a fight that we can win, but we need your help. Please 
continue to share your stories with PRT and your legislators, and 
encourage your friends, family, and your employers to get in the 
fight!
