Hunting

On 11/3/25, the HTPD was notified of a person hunting in
the Hampton Township Park without a permit. The hunter was
located and provided with information on the township hunting
program and information on land open to public hunting in Alle-
gheny County.

DUI Information

The North Hills DUI Task Force carried out a DUI detail on
November 21, 2025, in partnership with the National Highway
Transportation Safety Administration’s Checkpoint Strike Force.
During the operation, officers conducted a Roving DUI Patrol
across several boroughs and townships, including West Deer,
Hampton, O’Hara, Shaler, Richland, Aspinwall, Etna, Indiana,
and Blawnox.
® 94 vehicles were stopped for traffic violations
® 2 drivers were given field sobriety tests, both resulting in
DUI arrests
® 40 citations were issued
® 77 warnings were handed out for various vehicle code viola-
tions
This marks the 29" year of the Task Force’s efforts to com-
bat impaired driving. Since its inception, the group has conduct-
ed 268 checkpoints and roving patrols, testing 2,294 individuals

and arresting 1,082 drivers for DUI.

The Task Force is a collaborative effort, comprised of offic-
ers from the police departments of Etna, Indiana Township,
Northern Regional, O’Hara Township, Ross Township, Shaler
Township, West Deer Township, West View, McCandless,
Millvale, Hampton Township, Reserve Township, Blawnox,
Franklin Park, and Aspinwall.

Scam Alert

Protecting Yourself Against Card Skimmers

Using your credit card at a gas station pump or drive-up ATM is
quick and convenient. However, despite retailers following the
Payment Card Industry Data Security Standard, or PCl DSS, to
protect your information, cybercriminals are finding ways to
steal your information. Cybercriminals are using technology
called “card skimmers” to read and record your card infor-
mation in seconds. Although retailers regularly check for card
skimmers, learning how to protect yourself at gas station pumps
and ATMs should be a priority now more than ever.

How Do They Work?

Card skimmers are physical devices that cybercriminals attach to
the credit card reader of an ATM or gas pump. The card skim-
mer then reads the magnetic strip on the card to gather your
full name, the card number, and the expiration date. Once the
skimmer reads your card information, the cybercriminals can
sell your information or use it to gain access to your bank ac-

Three or four months
later, they [informed me that | was] a 100% match for a leuke-
mia patient and asked [if | wanted to continue with the donation
process].”

As an accomplished student athlete at Hampton High School,
Ben Sheets, HHS Class of 2023, frequently saw his name in the
news as an integral compo-
nent of the school’s WPIAL
champion swimming and div-
ing teams. Now a junior at
Queens University of Charlotte
in North Carolina, Ben is still a
competitive swimmer, but he’s
currently finding himself in the
news for a much different rea-
son: After submitting a simple
cheek swab to the Gift of Life
international public bone mar-
row and blood stem cell regis-
try, Ben discovered he was a
perfect match for a 70-year-
old leukemia patient. What
began as a simple conversa-
tion with a friend about com-
munity service hours evolved
into a life-saving procedure for
a gentleman with a deadly

While considering moving
forward with the donation pro-
cedure, Ben initially wondered
how much help he could actu-
ally provide. “So | talked to my
mom,” he says, “and the more |
thought about it, | realized that
even if [the patient] has 30
days left to live and | can give
him 60, that’s double. If he has
a year and | can give him two
or three more, that’s a lot
more time he can spend with
his family and friends.”

Reflecting on the life-
changing experience, Ben
shares, “It really gives you a
perspective on the value of
human life,” he shares, “and it
made me really appreciate life
itself.”

Addressing Stimulant Use Disorders

We have recently seen a growing public health concern around stim-
ulant use disorders, which is most commonly caused by cocaine and
methamphetamine use. Unlike the similar opioid use disorder, there is
no FDA-approved medication-assisted treatment for stimulant use disor-

der.

However, contingency management is a widely recognized and effec-
tive way to treat the disorder, which involves providing modest, non-
cash incentives, such as gift cards or travel and food vouchers, for
meeting certain treatment goals. These goals could include negative

drug screens and consistent counseling attendance.

To help support this treatment method, | have partnered with Rep.
Jamie Flick (R-Lycoming/Union) to introduce H.B. 1974, bipartisan legis-

lation that would create a grant program to fund contin-
gency management.

This program, overseen by the Department of Drug
and Alcohol Programs, would allow single-county au-
thorities to apply for grants to design, expand, and eval-
uate contingency management programs. Grant money
could support staff training, drug-testing supplies, eval-
uations, non-cash incentives and the systems to track
them.

In the emergency department, | have seen how diffi-
cult recovery from substance abuse can be. This pro-
gram will bring money back to communities across
Pennsylvania to ensure that our neighbors realize they
are not alone and have help in the fight against addic-
tion.

House Bill 1974 recently passed the House Human
Services Committee with overwhelming bipartisan sup-
port and will now be moving to the full House for con-
sideration.
