Historically Black Colleges and Universities in Atlanta 
 

 

Clark Atlanta University: A private Methodist historically Black liberal arts college 

created in 1988 with the consolidation of two prestigious HBCUs—Clark College, founded 

in 1869, and Atlanta University, founded in 1865. 

 

Morehouse College: The world’s only HBCU for men, Morehouse College has been 

shaping spiritually disciplined creative thinkers and world-changing leaders since its 

founding in 1867. 

 

Morehouse School of Medicine: An HBCU established in 1975 as a part of Morehouse 

College but became an independent institution in 1981. The school is dedicated to 

improving the health and well-being of individuals and communities through education, 

research, and service. 

 

Spelman College: A private historically Black liberal arts college for women founded in 

1881 as the Atlanta Baptist Female Seminary. It is the oldest historically Black college for 

women in America and a global leader in the education of women of African descent. 

 

Morris Brown College: A private Methodist historically Black liberal arts college 

founded in 1881 by the African Methodist Episcopal Church. It is the first educational 

institution in Georgia owned and operated entirely by African Americans. 

 

Interdenominational Theological Center: A consortium of six seminaries and a 

fellowship that offer graduate theological education from an African American 

perspective. ITC was founded in 1958 as a cooperative venture among four historically

Local Activity 
The Geargia Aquarium is a public aquarium located in Centennial Park. The aquarium 
contains more than 11 million gallons of water and exhibits hundreds of species and 
thousands of animals across its seven major galleries. Visiting to the Georgia Aquarium is 
an aquatic adventure around the globe, and delivering a greater understanding of these 
aquatic ecosystems and the animals who inhabit them. The aquarium features beluga 
whales, whale sharks, manta rays, sea otters, penguins, and many more amazing creatures. 
The aquarium also offers a range of interactive experiences, such as the opportunity to 
swim or dive with whale sharks, beluga whales, and manta rays.  

 
The Georgia Aquarium in Downtown Atlanta is within walking distance of the Embassy Suites hotel in Centennial 
Park. It is an excellent place to visit if you arrive early or during our reunion free time.
