Baseball

Guidance Office reported that, as of
March 31, 1972, more than half of this
year's senior class have heen granied
admission to at least one college.

Rev. Angus Beaton, CJM, Senior Gui-
dance Counselor, noted that 45 seniors
have already received letiers of admis-
stons from colleges and universities
throughout the United States. “More
are likely to be in before the end of
April,” Father Beaton pointed out, with
about 75% of the graduating class ex-
pecting to be admitted to schools of
higher learning.

Acceptance has been acknowledged
from as far south as the University of
Miami and as far west as Upper Iowa
Cellege. Bighteen of the 43 seniors are
set uncertain of their definite collegiate
slans, being accepted at more that one
ichool, many of them from top rated
nslitutions throughout the country.
