· Understands that the USA and other countries are concerned about the economic crisis in Venezuela and the legitimacy of the presidency. 
 
1. Calls for the USA to be penalised for violating the UN Charter 
 
2. Proposes that until the president is returned, the leader of the opposition, Maria Machado, will run Venezuela instead of the USA, 
 
3. Requests that unilateral sanctions imposed on Venezuela are lifted, 
 
4. Asks for support when it comes to ensuring no other states take advantage of the destabilised situation created in Venezuela, 
 
5. Pleads with all member states to end to foreign intervention in Venezuela's affairs.
