Meeting was called to order by President Larry Evans at 7:04 pm

Minutes from prior meeting reading:  Susan read the minutes from January 23, 2024, meeting. Jeri made a motion to accept the minutes with corrections, all in favor motions passed.
Treasurer’s report:  the Treasurer read the financial report for January 23, 2024. Larry motioned for the financial report to be accepted as read, all in favor motion passed.
Old Business: Jeri explained how the new HOA fees were set. 

· Insurance increase is the main reason for the HOA increase. 

· Rate increases on all utilities are one of the reasons. 
· Sewers bill increased from $48, 000 to approximately $ 53,000 for the year. 
· The cost of the chemicals for the pool this year increased from $8,000 to approximately $10,000 for the season. 
· The water bill has increased partly due to water leaks in owners units and broken pipes.
· We are still asking the owners to replace the Federal Pacific Circuit Breaker Boxes. This will assist in lowering the insurance rates. 
· Siding: work will continue on installing siding this week. We are trying to have this project completed by August 2024. The number of owners who have paid the assessment determines the order in which building are completed. We also need replace wood and a decision will be made whether to use pressurized or composted wood.
· Owners with delinquent HOA fees are turned over to Rickel Law Firm, LLC for collections after 3 months of being delinquent. All collection fees charged by the lawyer are applied to the delinquent HOA and paid by the owner.
· We will complete large projects before small projects, or due to severity.

New Business

· Presently Premium Group Insurance in Denver insures the village. We have coverage for property damage, but not for general liability. We need to have funds placed in our reserve account to cover any emergencies that may occur until we get liability insurance. The Board will move $1500.00 to the reserve account this month. We will move money into the reserve account each month.

· The old insurance rate was $196,000 the new insurance rate is $296,000. Part of this increase is due to the wiring in and outdated circuit breaker boxes. 
· The BOM members will be knocking on doors to ask owners and residents to complete a census form, which will include checking the circuit breakers box to see if it has been replace from the Federal Pacific box. If you hire your own electrician they will need to give you a permit, inspections certification form Florissant City Hall and LV office needs to have a copy.
· Linda Holt offered to re-activate the website we had.
· Owner’s comments/concerns

1. Can we pay condo fees on an app? Not at this time, there is a fee for that app that we will not incur. Most banks have an app included in your accounts that will pay bills for you.  

2. Owner SR is checking to see if she can get grants to improve the playground area. She is suggestion updated playground equipment.

3. 2065 has a concern about water in the laundry room on the carpet. Maintenance will check on this concern. 

4. 3219 and 3243 are hearing water running. It may be the sewer which would be an MSD issue. There will be follow up on this issue.

5. Larry Evans will generate a list of electricians for owners to choose from if they wish.
