Best Fuel Additives to Keep Engines Clear of Debris

M ost people take their vehicles into the shop 
for standard maintenance.  While oil chang-

es, transmission fluid changes, and inspections are 
essential, there is more you can do for your vehicle.  
In fact, you can clean your engine, injectors, and 
fuel tank in your driveway.  The secret?  Fuel addi-
tives. 

Over time, debris builds up in your vehicle.  Unfor-
tunately, debris is the last thing you want in your 
engine.  You’ll end up with pistons cracking, mis-

fires, and accelerated engine wear.  While fuel addi-
tives used to be ineffective in the past, modern mix-
tures that use polyetheramine (PEA) perform well. 

Fuel additives work because nitrogen-based deter-
gents break down debris and help your engine op-
erate smoothly.  Still, some mixtures are better 
than others, so we’re going to take you through the 
best fuel additives to help you narrow down your 
options.

Things to Consider When Shopping for Fuel Addi-

tives 

There are many fuel additive options on the mar-
ket.  While the goal of each product is the same, to 
clean your engine, some additives clean different 
portions of the engine.  So, before you consider the 
best fuel additives, take some time to look at fea-
tures that separate one product from another.  

Engine Type: First and foremost, we’ll go over the 
different engine types.  While electric cars have en-
tered the market, they’re not relevant for fuel addi-
tives. So, we’ll be going over standard gasoline en-
gines and diesel engines. 

Gasoline: Gasoline engines are the most common. 
Most cars on the road use traditional engines.  Still, 
there are different fuel types that work in every en-
gine.  For example, some cars run on 93 octane gas, 
while others run on 87 octane gas.  For this reason, 
you need to choose a fuel additive that works for 

your car’s fuel type.  Luckily, most fuel additives 
work for every fuel type; just keep an eye out for 
specifics. 

Diesel: Diesel engines are more robust than tradi-
tional gasoline engines.  These engines are massive 
and run on diesel gasoline instead of conventional 
gasoline.  If you have a diesel engine, you need to 
be careful because adding the wrong solution to 
your fuel can cause engine damage.  Some prod-
ucts work for every engine, but you’re better off 
with a diesel-specific additive for diesel engines. 

Application: Once you know your fuel type, it’s 
time to consider the type of fuel additive you need.  
This is where shopping gets tricky because engines 
have many different parts.  While some products 
clean the entire engine, other mixtures have spe-
cific uses.  For example, some fuel additives clean 
fuel injectors, while others preserve stored fuel.  

Amount: The last thing to look for is the amount of 
fuel additive you’re getting.  Most products give 
you a measurement in ounces, but some products 
come with as much as one gallon.  The amount you 
want to get depends on your budget and how much 
of the additive needs to be inserted into your fuel 
mixture.  While some products will clean your en-
gine with one fill, to get rid of dense carbon depos-
its, you might need to use it more than once.

Still, we recommend using a sili-
cone funnel to ensure that the solution remains in-
tact.

Do Fuel Additives Work on Cars With Carburetors?  
Fuel additives work for many engine components, 
so there are plenty of products that clean carbure-
tors.  Most fuel additives that clean fuel injectors 
will perform the same task for carburetors.  

Do I Need a Fuel Additive?  Most modern cars run 
well, but engines aren’t always clean.  Combustion 
is messy, which leads to carbon deposits within cyl-
inders and debris in the fuel tanks.  Furthermore, 
fuel injectors and carburetors become clogged over 
time, which reduces fuel efficiency.  You don’t need 
to use a fuel additive, but using one perseveres 
your engine and improves fuel efficiency. 

Can Fuel Additives Damage Your Engine?  People 
worry about putting a foreign substance in their en-
gine, for a good reason.  Luckily, there is nothing to 
worry about with fuel additives.  As long as a fuel 
additive uses a PEA-based solution, it’s safe to put 
in your vehicle.

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CHUCK WAGON AND FOOD HISTORY

T he chuck wagon brings 
to mind the romantic 

image of the American 
West.  The image of cow-
boys trailing cattle across 

the open prairies to markets in the North and East.  Just how 
did this image evolve? 

At the end of the U.S. civil war in the 1860's, a massive expan-
sion of settlement moved westward across the North American 
continent.  This expansion created a large market for beef.  
Beef that existed, on the hoof, in the southwest, primarily in 
Texas.  Enterprising cattlemen recognized the need to move 
herds of cattle to market without railroads.  This meant driving 
herds overland.  The trail drive days were born.  To move a herd 
of cattle overland meant crews of cowhands had to live in the 
open for months at a time.  The need to feed and care for these 
mostly young men resulted in the development of the chuck 
wagon. 

The chuck wagon was the cowboys' home - for most, the only 
home they had.  When a cowboy threw his bedroll on top of the 
chuck wagon, rolled inside was everything he owned except the 
clothes he wore and the saddle he sat on.  The chuck wagon 
and cook had to supply everything else the cowboy needed.  
Meals, repairs to ”Swiss Omega "clothing and equipment, en-
tertainment, medical help and moral support all came from the 
cowboys' rolling home.  The relationship between the cowboy 
and the chuck wagon was one the likes of which had never ex-
isted before.  To the cowhand, the chuck wagon was much 
more than just a mobile kitchen.  Chuck wagon cooks were no-
toriously cantankerous and surly.  The result was much bicker-
ing and name calling between cook and cowboy.  No outsider 
would dare to take such liberties with either.  Trail crews were a 
family and they were loyal. 

The chuck wagon is a symbol of the rugged individualism and 
can-do spirit of the American frontier.  The spirit that enabled 
cattlemen to master incredible hardships while moving their 
herds over a vast wilderness.  It is the same spirit which had led 
to the creation of a new nation.  A nation which embraced indi-
vidual rights and freedoms.  A nation that led the world in two 
wars against tyranny and still leads that fight today.  A nation 
that landed men on the moon and returned them safely to the 
earth.  Not once, but six times.  A nation that made capitalism a 
world wide way of life.  This frontier spirit has shown the world 
the rights of individuals cannot be suppressed.  That all men are 
indeed created equal and endowed with certain inalienable 
rights.  When I look at a chuck wagon, I see much more than 
just a mobile kitchen. 

 

 

Bourbon Soaked BBQ Chicken Wings  

Servings: 4.  Prep Time: 10 min. Cook Time: 1 hr. 10 min. Total 
Time: 1 hr. 20 min 
 
Ingredients 
• 1/2 Cup Bourbon 
• 1 Cup Ketchup 
• 4 Tbsp Apple Cider Vinegar 
• 2/3 Cup Honey 
• 1/2 Cup Brown Sugar 
• 1 Tsp Onion Powder 
• 1 Tsp Garlic Powder  
• 4 Tsp Hot Sauce 
• 4 Tbsp Worcestershire Sauce 
• 1 Tsp Salt  

• Wings: 24 Chicken Wings 
• Salt and Pepper 
• ½  Cup Cilantro; chopped 
 
Instructions 
Sauce can be made in advance and used to marinate wings 
overnight. 
1. Heat 30 coals in a condensed pile in a fire pit. 
2. When the coals are mostly white, whisk together bourbon, 

ketchup, apple cider vinegar, honey, brown sugar, onion 
powder, garlic powder, hot sauce, Worcestershire sauce, 
and salt in a cast iron skillet over the coals.  

3. Bring to a simmer for 20 minutes, then remove from heat. 
4. Pat and dry chicken wings. Salt and pepper dried wings. 

Add to a large bowl and coat with 1/4 cup of the prepared 
bourbon BBQ sauce. Set the rest of the sauce aside. 

5. Marinate wings for at least 10 minutes. If marinating over-
night in a fridge, remove from the fridge at least 15-20 
minutes before preparing to cook. 

6. Oil and heat cast iron griddle on the grate while wings are 
marinating. 

7. Place wings on the griddle, skin side up. Cook for 30-35 
minutes until crispy, flipping halfway through.  

8. Remove from the fire and add wings to a bowl, coat with a 
healthy pour of Bourbon BBQ Sauce (approximately 1 to 1 
½ cups of sauce – you want plenty of sauce to cover them). 
Stir to ensure all wings are coated.  

9. Return wings to the griddle and continue cooking for 8-10 
minutes or until the internal temperature of the meat 
reaches 165°F. 

10. Garnish with chopped cilantro. Serve with additional sauce 
on side and plenty of wet wipes.
