start at the top and work your way down. Inan RV,
this can also allow you to check for leaks or other
potential issues that may have sprung up over the
winter or while your RV was in storage. Depending
on the texture of your ceiling, you may need to wipe
it down or even vacuum it if the ceiling is carpeted.
Be sure to clear out the cobwebs in your vents and
begin clearing off your fans as well. Depending on
how much build-up there is, your fans may need to
be unscrewed and hand washed. Lastly, check the
filters on your AC units, and be sure to thoroughly
clean those off as well.

RV SPRING CLEANING AND PREP

Breaking your RV out of storage and getting it ready
for your first trip is an exciting feeling. Even if your
RV was only stored for the winter, it will still need a
little TLC and some preparation to get back on the
road. Besides regular maintenance, your RV will
need a good cleaning inside and out. Spring is the
perfect time to get this done. The weather has
warmed up and your driveway or local car wash is
the perfect place to start. Grab a sponge and open
up those RV windows because it's time for some
spring cleaning!

WINDOWS AND WINDOWSILLS

Next, it's time to move on to the windows. If you
have curtains, you can remove and wash them be-
fore hanging them to dry. Then, you can remove
your window screens to wash those as well. Be sure
to clean the interior glass of your windows, and then
eventually move to the exterior glass as well. This
will ensure better and more unobstructed views for
future adventures! Be sure to check the window sills
as well, since they're typically pretty deep on an RV
INSIDE and can hold plenty of dust.

Starting with the inside of your RV can allow youto  KITCHEN AND FRIDGE
start cleaning things up before moving on to get the
outside nice and shiny as well. Be sure to remember
all the often-forgotten places mentioned below!
Don't forget to de-winterize before beginning clean-
ing, as this will allow you to have full access to your
water sources and power, making the process much
easier.

The kitchen cabinets and drawers will most likely
need to be wiped inside and outside. If you need to
replace any clasps or latches, this is a great time to
do so, since your drawers are likely still empty. Be
sure to clean the nooks and crannies of the oven and
microwave, as well. Likewise, please be sure to turn
off your fridge before cleaning it. Most RV fridges
Ceilings, Fans, and Filters can have the drawers and shelves removed for deep
cleaning, and anything that is not removable can be
cleaned with cleaning spray and rags/paper towels.

When cleaning any space, it is always most logical to
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RV Spring Cleaning and Prep (Cont'd)

seals, while inclement weather can damage the roof
in other places. Inspect around your air conditioners
and fans to ensure that the seals are still in good
shape. Check out this detailed article on roof repair
and maintenance if you encounter any issues.

WASH THE EXTERIOR

After ensuring there aren’t any holes in your RV's
exterior, it's time to give her a good wash. If you
have enough space in your driveway, you can bathe
your RV at home using a long brush, rags, appropri-
ate cleaners, and a hose. However, for many, it can
be easier to just take your RV to a car wash that is
equipped with tall enough bays. You can always
check for local semi-truck car washes to find one
that is guaranteed to be tall enough for your RV.

They typically have brushes and other materials to
hand wash your RV on hand.

CHECK THE TIRES

Be sure to check the tires, even just before taking
your RV out for a quick trip. Flat orimproperly in-
flated tires can easily cause a blowout. Use our
handy guide to learn more about your RV’s tires,

how to know if they need to be replaced, and how to

take care of them.
PERFORM ANY OTHER MAINTENANCE

In addition to cleaning, it's imperative to ensure your

RV is in good shape before hitting the road.

This comprehensive checklist is just what you need
to make sure your first spring RV trip is a great one.

The other day an RV owner asked me what | consid-
ered to be the most important spring travel checks
to prepare an RV for camping season. My response
was that there are lots of checks that need to be per-
formed on the RV for a safe and worry free camping
season, but some are more important than others.

plumbing for leaks. With water in the fresh water
holding tank turn the 12-volt water pump on and
pressurize the water system until the pump shuts
off. If the water pump cycles back on, even for a
short period of time, there is a leak somewhere.

Here Are Eleven Important Checks | Wouldn't Leave
Out:

| | RV Batteries: Let's start our spring checks with

the battery(s) since it's possible you removed
them for winter storage.

The condition of the battery(s) is dependent on
how well they were cared for over the winter. Bat-
teries in storage will lose a percentage of current
through internal leakage. It's not uncommon fora
battery to discharge up to 10% a month when it is
in storage. If you checked and recharged the bat-
tery(s) periodically while in storage they should be
ready to go. If not, the first step is to fully charge
the battery(s). Water should only be added to lead
acid battery(s) after fully charging the battery, un-
less the water level is already below the plates.
The plates need to be covered at all times. After
the battery is fully charged, check and add distilled
water as required. If the battery(s) was removed
for storage, reinstall it making absolutely sure it is
connected properly. If you don’t feel comfortable
performing this work, have it done by a qualified
service facility.

RV Water System: After sitting in storage the
water system needs to be de-winterized, checked
for leaks and sanitized. If your unit was winterized
using non-toxic RV antifreeze you need to run
fresh water through the entire system until all
traces of the antifreeze are removed. Hopefully
no antifreeze was added to the fresh water hold-
ing tank. If it was, the first step is to drain any
remnants from the fresh water tank. Add potable
water to the fresh water holding tank, turn the wa-
ter pump on and open all of the water faucets.
When the water is running clear through the sys-
tem turn the pump off and close the faucets. Take
the water heater out of the by-pass mode (if appli-
cable). If the water heater wasn't bypassed before
winterizing the unit, the antifreeze needs to be

Locate the leak and repair it or take it to an au-
thorized RV service facility to be repaired.

|| Water Pump: Every spring | like to sanitize the

|| Plumbing: This is a good time to check the
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LP gas remaining, open the gas supply and check
the operation of all LP gas fired appliances. Make
sure the water heater tank is full of water before
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RV ADVICE for proper levels. If a fluid level is low, try to deter-

testing the water heater. If an LP gas appliance is
not operating properly, have it inspected by an
authorized RV service facility. Insects are attracted
to the odorant added to LP gas and they build
nests that can affect the appliance from operating
properly. Note: The LP gas system should have a
leak test and LP gas operating pressure test pre-
formed annually. These tests should be performed
by an authorized RV repair facility.

LP Gas System: If all the LP gas appliances work
properly, plug the unit in and test 120-volt appli-
ances and accessories for proper operation. Note:
Make sure you have an adequate electrical source
(30-50 amps) depending on your unit, before test-
ing items like the microwave and roof air condi-
tioner(s). After checking the refrigerator in the LP
gas mode, turn it off and with the doors open al-
low sufficient time for it to return to room temper-
ature before checking it in the electric mode.

Tires: Just like a battery looses a percentage of its
charge in storage, tires lose a percentage of air
pressure. Your RV tires can lose 2-3 psi a month
while sitting in storage. This means they could be
dangerously low on air pressure. Check the tire
pressure in all tires with a quality tire inflation
gauge and adjust the inflation pressure to the
manufacturer’s recommendation based on the
load. Don't forget the spare! Remember, failing
to maintain correct tire pressure, based on the
load, can result in fast tread wear, uneven wear,
poor handling, and excessive heat build-up which
can lead to tire failure. Tire manufacturers publish
load and inflation tables that should be followed
for proper inflation pressure.

Power Train & Generator: Whether you have a
motorhome or a tow vehicle, the power train
needs to be checked out. Start by checking all flu-
id levels. Check the transmission, power steering,
engine coolant, engine oil, windshield washer and
brake fluid. Consult your vehicle owner’s manual

fied intervals found in the vehicle owner’s manual.
Start the engine and check for proper readings on
all gauges. Check the operation of all lights. Make
sure the vehicle emissions / inspection sticker is up
to date.

| |Oil Level: Check the oil level in the generator.

Service the generator according to specified inter-
vals found in the owner’s manual. Inspect the gen-
erator exhaust system for any damage prior to
starting. Never run a generator with a damaged
exhaust system. If you didn't exercise the genera-
tor during storage, start and run it for about two
hours with at least a half-rated load. Check your
generator owner’s manual for load ratings. If you
didn’t use a fuel stabilizer and the generator won't
start or continues to surge after starting, have it
checked out and repaired by an authorized service
facility.

| |Seams & Sealants: If you didn't inspect the

seams and sealants for potential leaks prior to
storage, or if the RV was stored outdoors, this is a
good time to do it. | recommend inspecting and
resealing seams and sealants at least twice a year
and possibly more depending on conditions.

Inspect all roof and body seams and around any
openings cut into the RV for signs of cracking or
damage. Reseal any seams or sealants that show
signs of cracking or separation. It's important you
consult your RV owner’s manual or RV dealer for
sealants compatible with different types of mate-
rials you are attempting to seal. If you don't feel
comfortable performing the inspections or repair-
ing seams and sealants, have the maintenance
performed by an authorized service facility. Note:
Be extremely careful working on the RV roof. A
fall can cause serious injury or death.

facility. Note: Be extremely careful working on the
RV roof. A fall can cause serious injury or death.

[ ] Safety Stuff: Re-install any dry-cell batteries or
fuses that were removed for storage. If batteries
were not removed from safety devices replace
them with new batteries now. Test the operation
of the carbon monoxide detector, LP gas leak de-
tector and smoke alarm. Inspect all fire extin-
guishers to make sure they are fully charged. If
you have dry powder fire extinguishers, shake and
tap them on the bottom to release any settled
powder. Review how to properly use a fire extin-
guisher in the event you need to use it. Make sure
everybody understands what the symptoms of
carbon monoxide poisoning are and what to do if
you are exposed to it.

These are what | would consider to be seven of the
most important checks to prep your RV for spring
travel. You can add to this list to tailor it to your spe-
cific needs, but most importantly, be safe and have a
great camping season.

Instructions

1. Preheat grill to medium-high heat or the oven to 425 degrees F.

2. Combine the ingredients for the seasonings in small bowl or bag and mix.

3. In alarge zip-top bag, add the steak and drizzle with 1 1/2 tablespoons olive oil, juice from 1 lime, Worcestershire sauce and
chopped cilantro. Sprinkle with 2/3 of the fajita seasonings. Seal the bag and press down to evenly distribute the flavors. (if mak-
ing this ahead, you can allow the steak to marinate overnight in the fridge).

1. Place foil packets onto grill and grill for 6-8 minutes, then flip over and grill for an additional 3-4 minutes for medium (or until
desired doneness).

2. Remove from the grill and carefully open the foil packets.

If cooking in the oven:

1. Place foil packets on a baking sheet and cook for 10-15 minutes (or until desired doneness, rotating tray once). Remove bak-
ing sheet from oven.
