The question of Elizabeth can fall
from our lips. Not only ‘how is it that the mother
of my Lord should come to me’, but for us, how is
it that our loving God should become one with us
today? The marvelous question for us ‘can it in-
deed be that God dwells on earth?’ These final
days before Christmas urges us to consider and
be serious about His coming and our need to find
Him among us.

The biblical words of the greeting above, which
we recite so frequently, invite us to discover the
real meaning of our Christmas celebration this
week.
