A Word From the Gospel

“At that time, John said to Jesus, 
‘Teacher, we saw someone driving out 
demons in your name, and we tried to 
prevent him because he does not follow 
us.’ Jesus replied, ‘Do not prevent him. 
There is no one who performs a mighty 
deed in my name who can at the same 
time speak ill of me. For whoever is not 
against us is for us.’ Anyone who gives 
you a cup of water to drink because you 
belong to Christ, amen, I say to you, will 
surely not lose his reward.’” 
 
Do I really ‘belong to Christ? What a special 
title! What signs reflect this reality? My 
words and actions reveal the presence and 
power of Christ in me. Others take notice 
and can recognize that ‘something special,’ 
and be drawn to the One we follow. 
 
Think of all the good in the world. Do not 
focus only on what draws us down. The de-
scription of Jesus in the Acts of the Apos-
tles can be ours as well – ‘He went about 
doing good.’ Our task is not to see who 
gets the credit, but that I bring that good-
ness where it is needed.

“Juan, dirigiéndose a Jesús, le dijo:

¡Qué título tan especial! ¿Qué señales re-
flejan esta realidad?  Mis palabras y acciones 
revelan la presencia y el poder de Cristo en 
mí.

Piense en todo lo bueno en el mundo.  No se 
enfoque sólo en lo que nos deprime.  La de-
scripción de Jesús en los Hechos de los 
Apóstoles puede ser nuestra también: ‘El 
pasó haciendo el bien.’ Nuestra tarea no es 
ver quién recibe el crédito, sino llevar la bon-
dad a donde se necesita.

First Reading: Numbers 11:25-29 

Two men not considered prophets by the people began to proph-
esize, and this offended those who did not feel they were true 
prophets. But Moses explained that prophets are chosen by God, 
not the people. 

Second Reading: James 5:1-6 

James speaks out strongly against people who become rich by 
cheating their workers. He claims the wealth they have dishon-
estly collected will be a testimony against them on judgment day. 

Gospel: Mark 9:38-43, 45, 47-48 

Jesus explains to his disciples that it is acceptable for a person 
who is not part of their group to speak in his name, but he does 
warn them that anyone who tries to lead his followers astray will 
be severely punished. Jesus also discusses personal failing and 
the importance of taking whatever steps are necessary to avoid 
them.

Primera Lectura: Números 11:25-29

Pero les advierte que aquel que trata de llevarse a sus se-
guidores será severamente castigado. Jesús también dis-
cute el fracaso personal y la importancia de tomar los 
pasos necesarios para evitarlo.
