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First Reading: Isaiah 42:1-4, 6-7

uous, but will not rest until justice is established.  The 
Lord then tells his servant that he was formed to be “a 
light for the nations.” 

  
Second Reading: Acts 10:34-38 
Peter speaks to a group of pagans for the first time. He 
explains to them that any person who follows God’s 
will is acceptable to God, regardless of nationality. 

  
Gospel: Luke 3:15-16, 21-22 
John the Baptist had claimed one would come far 
more powerful than himself, one who would baptize 
with the Holy Spirit rather than water. When Jesus 
came to John and was baptized, the Spirit descend-
ed on him and a voice said, “You are my beloved 
Son. On you my favor rests.”
