Remembering George Mason, a Founder with principles

As a young adult, Mason infierited Gunston Hall, one of the most magnificent
residences in an area of Virginia’s grand homes. The plantation was known for its tobacco and
orchards. George Washington was a neighbor and fellow investor in the Ohio Company. When
the King later ended that venture's speculative activities, Mason took a radical turn in his
thinking against the Crown.

In the 17505, Mason began a career in local public service. He was selected as a trustee
of the town of Alexandria, a justice in the Fairfax County court system, and a vestryman of
Truro parish.

In 1750, Mason was elected to the Virginia House of Burgesses, where he became an
ardent critic of many British programs. In 1766, during the Stamp Act crisis, fe attempted to
marshal economic pressure on Parliament by writing a letter to British merchants in an
attempt to enlist their opposition to the stamp tax.

Three years later, Mason drafted the Virginia Nonimportation Agreement to counter
the taxes on lead and glass enacted by the Townshend Acts. In 1774, after Parliament had
targeted Massachusetts with the Coercive Acts, Mason worked with Washington in the Fairfax
Resolves to summarize the constitutional case against the Parliamentary legislation.

George Mason Mason served as a delegate to the Virginia Convention in 1775 and supported the
decision to arm the commonwealth for a possible war. The following year, he served in the Virginia Constitutional Convention,
where he made major contributions to the writing of a new governing document and dvafted the Virginia Declaration of Rights, a
statement of the inalienable rights of the colonists. His ideas, and some of his wording, were soon adopted by Thomas Jefferson in
the Declaration of Independence and by the states in their own bills of rights.

During the War of Independence, Mason played an organizationalrole in defending his state, but did not see service. He
also worked for the disestablishment of the Anglican Church.

In postwar Virginia, Mason urged the surrender of western land claims, a view that was not shared by speculators and the
frontier population. Acting somewhat out of character, Mason agreed to attend the Constitutional Convention in Philadelphia in
1787, his concern for the wellbeing of the nation outweighing his inclination to stay at home. He was a major participant in the
_proceedings, but was deeply disappointed in the vesult. His criticisms of the final document included:

e the lack of a bill of rights, a position fully consistent with his longtime advocacy of individual (iberties

e the centralization of too much power in the federal government; fie was especially suspicious about the roles planned for the
Senate and the federal judiciary

the constitutional recognition given to the institution of slavery. Despite being a slave owner, Mason felt that all staves
should be freed, and that it was unconscionable for the new government to trumpet (iberty, but deny it totally to the slaves.

Mason took his opposition back to Virginia, where he teamed with Patrick Henry and other Anti-Federalists in an
unsuccessful attempt to defeat ratification. He published his criticisms in a newspaper essay that was intended to counter the
arguments presented in The Federalist Papers. His campaign cost him his friendship with Washington.

Mason (ater turned down a U.S. Senate seat from the Virginia legislature, but experienced the great satisfaction of seeing
the adoption of the Bill of Rights in 1791. Those 10 amendments, along with Amendment XI that (imited judicial power, were
modeled after his Declaration of Rights. James Madison, a close friend and confidant, was a driving force behind this victory in
the first session of the new Congress.

George Mason was one of the Founding Fathers whose name is not widely recognized today. His lack of interest in elective
office and contempt for long-winded political proceedings cost him lasting fame. His contemporaries, however, understood the
depth of his contribution. Jefferson labeled him the "wisest man of his generation." He died at Gunston Hall on October 7, 1792.

Throughout 1769 Nonimportation Agreements virtually worded as
written by Mason spread rapidly to Pennsylvania, Virginia,
Maryland, South Carolina, Georgia, and North Carolina.

About Nonimportation Agreements

Beginning with the unpopular Grenville reforms of the mid-1760s and continuing for a decade, the nonimportation
agreement or boycott was the chief American means to gain the attention of faraway British policymakers.
Colonial critics of revenue-raising tax measures realized that they had little clout in Parliament. In order to receive a

meaningful hearing in London, the Americans needed support from an influential lobbying force; English merchants and

manufacturers fit the bill. Many of those businessmen had strong trade ties with the colonies as well as strong relationships with
members of Parliament.
