Wilkinson, Tiffany Brunner, Margaret Swales, and 

John Charles.  President Philbrick mentioned several 

wives of compatriot members expressed an interest in 

forming an OMC Auxiliary and that more information 

should be forthcoming.   

 

Compatriot Fisk introduced Matt Brunner, History 

teacher, as the OMCSAR guest speaker this month.  

Matt discussed how history, in general, and The Con-

stitution, in particular, are taught in schools today. 

 

Mr. Brunner discussed 

how he tries to reach 

students in his History 

classes, usually start-

ing with a picture as an 

entry point.  He noted 

students today are very 

different than when we 

were in high school.  

They want to know 

what is important and 

why they need to know 

it.  He tries to show 

relevancy and emotion 

of a concept to draw the students into discussion.  If 

he can make it local to them, the students are a lot 

more interested in the subject matter.   

 

Mr. Brunner talked about a recent event in Hollister, 

Missouri, which he used as a discussion point about 

the Constitution with his students.  Matt has a daily 

objective that he wants students work toward and 

achieve before they leave the classroom.  Vocabulary 

words are also emphasized.  He provided an example 

of how students in his high school classes learn vo-

cabulary words today, which include an element of 

critical thinking.  He stressed the importance of estab-

lishing a connection between the student and the word 

or event to enhance their learning, using a technique 

called ñFour Square Vocabulary Builderò.  An exam-

ple of the technique was used in our meeting, which 

generated vigorous discussion among the group's 

members. 
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Compatriot Swales noted it was interesting to see 

what others across the State were doing in their 

respective Chapters.  He related  his experiences 

in producing the Yearbook and of using the 

ñPublisherò software to pull everything together.  

Compatriot Fisk remarked on the disciplined and 

orderliness of the publication.  Compatriot Apple-

by noted that we have a great Chapter and are in-

volved in many events. 

 

Compatriot Fisk commented Margaret Swales is at 

every activity, taking photographs, and is a team 

member.  She is always there and very supportive. 

 

Officer Reports 

 

Treasurer Gohr reported a Checking Account bal-

ance of $1,716.68, with $9,006.37 in the Savings 

Account for a total of $10,723.05.  One member 

was recently reinstated. 

 

Vice-President Fisk thanked everyone who went 

to the State meeting.  OMCSAR's delegation was 

larger than other Chapters that attended.  He re-

viewed the names of our Chapter members who 

will hold 2016/2017 State officer positions.  Com-

patriot McMurray is the new 1812 President for the 

State of Missouri and that organization will pro-

vide the June, 2016, speaker.  July's speaker will 

discuss collections of objects.  The August meeting 

will be held at the MSU Meyer Library to delve 

into OMCSAR archives.

Secretary Swales mentioned he would be meeting 

with the MSU History Department in June, 2016, 

to discuss how OMCSAR can be involved with 

their February ñHistory Dayò activities.
