Veterans Day 2019  

On November 11, we are called to honor those that have served our country in the 

United State Armed Forces.    

Originally known as Armistice Day, Veterans Day began as a commemoration of 

the end of World War I.  An armistice in fighting took place on the eleventh hour of 

the eleventh day of the eleventh month in 1918. In 1919, President Woodrow Wil-

son delivered a message to Americanôs describing the importance of Armistice 

Day:   

ñTo us in America the reflections of Armistice Day will be filled with solemn pride 

in the heroism of those who died in the countryôs service, and with gratitude for the 

victory, both because of the thing from which it has freed us and because of the op-

portunity it has given America to show her sympathy with peace and justice in the 

councils of nations.ò   

It became an official holiday by Congress in 1938.  However, after World War II 

and the Korean War, there were veteranôs service organizations that were interested 

in making the holiday inclusive to those who served in the U.S. military at all peri-

ods, not just World War I. Congress responded with legislation on June 1, 1953, by 

changing the word ñArmisticeò to ñVeteransò. On October 8 of that year United 

States President and SAR member Dwight D. Eisenhower issued the first Veterans 

Day Proclamation, saying:  

 ñOn that day let us solemnly remember the sacrifices of all those who fought so 

valiantly, on the seas, in the air, and on foreign shores, to preserve our heritage of 

freedom, and let us reconsecrate ourselves to the task of promoting an enduring 

peace so that their efforts shall not have been in vain.ò  

On this Veterans Day, let us all gather together to honor our many veterans, from 

those that helped found our country to those still with us today.  On behalf of the 

Sons of the American Revolution, I offer my deepest thanks to all our veterans, on 

this day and each day.
