The
student/scout may include a short-written explanation on the poster concerning any
symbols used.
e No group project posters. Each poster must be done by one (1) individual student/scout.
e All entries must have the following information taped to the back of the poster (no
signage or labeling on the front of the poster)
o Student Data: Name, Address, Age, Grade, and Social Security Number (SSN
only needed for the State Society winner to be entered into National Contest)
o Organization Data: Name of Teacher/Scout Leader, Name of Organization,
Organization’s Address
o Sponsoring SAR Chapter and State Society Data
e Posters must be submitted to the Ozark Mountain Chapter Organizer BEFORE
February 2, 2024
e All posters will be judged on the following criteria:
o Does the poster express the annual theme?
Does the poster show originality by the student?
Does the poster show evidence of research?
Does the poster show artistic merit and creativity?
Does the poster accurately reflect the historical event?
Is the poster neat and visually pleasing?
