Know the statewide
terminology:

* Tum off gas/propane Evacuation Order: Immediate threat to life; a lawful order to leave now;
« Move BBQ away from the house closed to public access.

* Leave exterior lights ON so house is visible in smoke or darkness Evacuation Warning: Potential threat to life, property. Those needing
= Connect garden hoses for firefighter use; leave sprinklers OFF additional time and those with pets, livestock should leave now.

* Leave aladder for easy roof access by firefighters Shelter in Place: Go indoors. Shut, lock doors, windows. Prepare to self-
* Remove debris from roofs and gutters and away from foundation sustain until further notice, or if contacted by emergency personnel.
