The tool identifies practices that help 
us grow in our faith.  The use of the tool is a way an individual can 
monitor their own growth as they become transformed into a devoted 
disciple of Jesus.  Some of the practices may come more naturally to 
us than others.  The tool helps to first assess which things we are 
doing by checking the boxes, and then to discern our commitment to 
that behavior, from beginning to maturing, by visually looking at our 
current placement on the arrow.
