In 1848, Aaron Jernigan built a log house that served as
a stockade during Indian uprisings somewhere along the
shores of Lake Holden. W.H. Holden later purchased the
house and it remained occupied to the 1930's. The 0ld

property.

There was once a ferry stop at "Montgomery's Crossing” on
the Wekiwa River. It's research time to find this one.

On Lake Osceola in VWinter Park, a wharf & boathouse were

built for the S.S. Capen at the foot of Canton Avenue
during the 1890’'s.

An old hotel once stood near the Highland Park Landing,
west of Deland, between the 1830's & 1840's.
