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       Church bells are ringing, there is a nip in the air. Coats have been shook 
out and the hunt for gloves and mittens is on. Wal-Mart picked up on Christmas much 
earlier than anyone else although their reason is much different than the Christian 
world. But all the same, if it reminds us of our Savior being born, that is okay. 
    What a journey of faith Mary and Joseph must have been on that first     
Christmas Eve. The trip from Nazareth to Bethlehem was not easy as Mary was heavy 
with Child and heavy with emotion. 65 miles, 4 or 5 days is what it took to make the 
trip. Inn or “motels” may have been available but most people would pitch a        

makeshift tent and sleep on the ground. Modern conveniences, as we know them, were not available and the 
food and water was found in markets or what your beast of burden could carry.  
    Jesus, not born yet, was riding within Mary and probably on donkey. Scriptures are not clear on the      
details of the journey. So many questions, so many trials and temptations were swirled around this couple. But 
this wasn’t any ordinary couple. Out of all the women, out of all the men, Mary and Joseph were favored by God. 
Both were God-fearing, both were good and righteous, both were strong in their own way.  
    The news of Jesus’ arrival wasn’t first shared with Mary though. Mary’s relative, possibly cousin, Eliabeth 
and Zacharias were told of the birth of their son and the great calling he would fulfill. As Zacharias was serving 
the Lord in His temple, he was visited by the angel of the Lord and was told they would bear a son and his name 
would be John. This special man John, would be great in the sight of the Lord and he would turn many of the 
sons of Isreal back to the Lord. He would be the forerunner of Jesus, making the people prepared for the coming 
of the Lord.  
    As we ponder the celebration of Jesus, we, as Christ followers, have seen the Christ with our spiritual 
eyes. We have put our faith and trust in the mission He came to and did accomplish on earth. We can celebrate 
but as we celebrate, we know the calling of John the Baptist resides on us. Be filled with the Holy Spirit, turn 
many to the Lord, turn the hearts of the fathers back to the children, the disobedient to the attitude of the    
righteous, to make ready a people for the return of the King. (Luke 1:15-17) 
    Great is the birth of the Messiah. Great is the salvation of the Messiah. Great is the mission we are on till 
the return of the Messiah and great life with the Messiah for eternity will be. We have much to celebrate.
