The water holes
are also ideal for bird watching which room to na-
ture walks and pathways for stretching legs or hav-
ing a sightseeing. Now, what I have mentioned above
makes Kariba a resort town but most unique features

or characteristics about wildlife in Kariba is the re-
lationship between wild animals and human beings.

Wild animals and human beings have been coex-
isting for a long time such that animals adapted a
certain pattern of behavior which is different from
those animals in national parks. A perfect example
is a Karibean Baboon. Normally animals are sup-
posed to have that natural fear towards humans but
through strong interactions between baboons and
humans, baboons no longer have that fear to an ex-
tent that they can walk on broad daylight in the Ka-
ribean human societvy stealing or harassing women
and little children. Some foreigners finds that be-
havior to be pathetic but at the same time interest-

ing because it will be first time to witness such guts
from an animal world and basically making wildlife

in Kariba to be unique in a violent but special way.

his also goes for Zebras, Elephants that they

also lost natural fear towards humans. The
whole wildlife package in Kariba makes the place’s
tourism to be unique enabling the atmosphere to be
confusing for tourists in terms of animal behavior.

Personally I’'m very much proud of how wildlife
in Kariba became unique though sometimes it has
negative impacts both on animals and people.

ishing is a fundamental aspect in Kariba if
F not the pillar. Kapenta is the popular type of

fish species in Kariba and it has a special im-
pact in the Kariba economy. Kapenta is also a rich
source of protein used as usavi for meals, making
Kariba life to be less expensive. Kapenta is divided
into species; limnothrisa miodon and stolothrisa
tanganicae and they form a major biomass of pelagic
in the lake Kariba, swimming in large schools in the
open lake, feeding On copepods and potential jel-
lyfish. Limnothrisa miodon is a common specie in
Kariba and about 20 000 tons of them are produced
annually. Most of it salted, sundried and marketed
in various size plastic packs. How to catch kapen-
ta is a question of how equipped you are because
the boats you own the more kapenta you catch.

he fishing rigs go out in the lake late in the af-
Tternoon and are ready to start fishing when

it becomes dark. As soon as the kapenta are
brought out of the water after each haul they are put
directly into empty baskets also known as trays and
each basket holding about 30kgs of fresh kapen-
ta. They are immediately salted or iced depending
whether the company sells its products dried or fro-
zen. The salting or icing arrests further bacteriolog-
ical deterioration which is likely to be very high con-
sidering the temperature at Kariba which is average
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Drying takes about 4 hrs depending on the
weather and during rainy or very humid days
the semi dried kapenta are taken indoors or cov-
ered with polythene sheeting overnight and drying
resume the following day. Another species which
are targeted when fishing are tigers, breams and so
forth. Both shoreline and boat fishing is an excel-
lent sport in lake Kariba waters though some Kari-
ba inhabitants are fishing for a living. The mag-
nificent of all is tiger fishing, endemic to the wavy
shoreline though sometimes it can be thrilling.

May to September is the absolute best time to fish
as the water will be clear and the fish can see the
bait/lure depending on the preferred method of
fishing. Tiger fish can grow up to 15kgs and hooks
must be carefully removed using specialist long
handled pliers. Several safari camps and lodges of-
fer fishing as one of the activities but sometimes
on a condition to hire a houseboat on Lake Kariba
and sail the lake, partaking in a little game watch-
ing at the same time. These houseboats have crew
and tender boats that will take you into inlets and
bays. Some of these houseboats and safari camps
offer fishing equipment but of course this maybe
limited so some people bring their own rods, reel,
line and flies especially when they prefer fly fishing.
