From the Minister


In my newsletter articles, we have taken a look at two of the three founders of the Restoration Movement. I would like to now take a look at the third, Alexander Campbell. Alexander Campbell was the son of Thomas Campbell, which we looked at last week. In many ways, he has become the most known of the three founders. 
He was the author of two popular journals that were published in the early days of the movement, the Christian Baptist and the Millennial Harbinger. He also founded Bethany College, the oldest Restoration Movement college. However, it is not these accomplishments of Alexander Campbell that I want to focus. I want to look at his commitment to the truth of Scripture. 
In 1811, Campbell married his wife, Margaret Brown, and within a year they had a daughter, Jane. This was the first time Campbell had to personally wrestle with the concept of infant baptism. His father had already spoken out against it and Alexander agreed, but now it became very real to him. He took a year to study the issue. He acquired a large number of works on baptism and did an independent study of the New Testament in its original language, Greek, on the issue of baptism. Finally, he was satisfied with what he believed Scripture said on the issue. He determined that it was not his daughter that needed to be baptized but himself. On June 12, 1812, Alexander Campbell was baptized. 
Campbell was dedicated to the truth of Scripture. While he also promoted unity, and felt this cause was very important, he would not sacrifice the truth to obtain this. Campbell originally became a Baptist minister, in fact he was baptized by a Baptist minister, Matthias Luce. He ran into conflict with them over the connection between baptism and salvation. He wanted to stay within the Baptist church, feeling unity was important. However, when they asked him to change what he preached, he refused. He would not compromise the truth.
We can learn from Alexander Campbell. The truth of Scripture should be of the utmost importance in our lives. We must be willing to change our views and lives based on this truth. We also must seek unity with fellow believers, but not at the cost of the truth. [image: ]
