From the Minister


Previously, we have looked at Martin Luther and John Calvin. We are now going to jump a bit in time and move to the founders of the Restoration Movement, which is the movement the Christian Church is a part of. The founders of this movement were Barton Stone, Thomas Campbell, and Alexander Campbell. We will begin by taking a look at Barton Stone. 
Stone was a Presbyterian minister in Kentucky. The Second Great Awakening, a protestant religious revival, was sweeping through Kentucky in the early 19th century. Stone helped lead the Cane Ridge Revival in Kentucky. This event impacted Stone. He began to take a closer look at his faith and the teachings of the Presbyterian Church. He determined that he did not believe all of the Presbyterian beliefs were Bible-based. He made this known to the Kentucky Presbyterian synod. They did not wish to reform, so Barton and four other ministers decided to form the Springfield Presbytery. 
Eventually they decided that this new Presbytery could lead to similar issues the Kentucky synod had. They decided individual churches should be autonomous. They publicized this in a document entitled The Last Will and Testament of the Springfield Presbytery. It is in this document that they declared to take “no other name than Christians” to identity their group; a stance we hold to even today.
