Research shows that if fathers are present in a child’s life the children are 80% less likely to go to jail & 75% less likely to experience teen pregnancy. However, when a father isn’t in the home there is a negative impact. 71% of all high school dropouts, 90% of homeless & runaway children, and 63% of youth suicides come from fatherless homes. Here are some more items that show the importance of a father’s presence:
· Lower rates of infant mortality
· Lower risk of emotional & behavioral problems
· Lower risk of neglect & abuse
· Lower obesity rates
· Lower alcohol & substance abuse
· Better school performance
· More likely to go to college
