        ~How would you describe this student’s potential in succeeding in a college setting?
        ~How long have you known the student?
        ~How would you describe the student’s academic performance and character?

Criteria—
· Must be from Richmond County or Montgomery County, North Carolina
· Currently attending Richmond Senior High School, Richmond Early College, Montgomery Central HS, Montgomery Learning Academy, or Montgomery Early College
· Current senior
· Unweighted GPA of 3.5 GPA or higher
· Must plan to pursue a degree/certification in the medical or educational field
· Must plan to attend a four-year university or two-year higher education institution

Name of high school student is currently attending
Intended higher education institution to be attended following high school graduation, in the fall.
