When you read this passage, you will think there is really
nothing out of the ordinary in it. It sounds like much of what we
have been raised in faith to believe. BUT, these words take on a
whole new power when you realize that they were written
comparing our God to the gods found in cultures surrounding
the Jewish people. These are not normal statements; they are
radical comparisons! This is what God has created!

Thursday 5.7
1:26-38

We often think about God as "out there." Many people believe
that God created the world and then stepped back to watch
the earth spin all by itself. In actuality, God has always been
interacting with humanity. The story of Mary being visited by an
angel shows us a very different spin on how God interacts with
the world.

Matthew 28:1-10
Have you ever stopped to consider that Jesus' Resurrection
was a work of immense creative power? God has never
stopped the process of creation. Our world and our universe
are constantly expanding in multiple ways. New life rising out
of old death is one of those ways. Jesus' life, death, and
Resurrection were all expressions of creation.
