“Oh, how abundant is your goodness, which you have stored up
for those who fear you and worked for those who take refuge in
you, in the sight of the children of mankind!”

Psalm 31:19 (ESV)

We all seem to be Drawn In by something, someone, some choice.
A picture or a piece of furniture might draw us due to our emotional
response to it. Some buildings or specific parks draw us in because
of nostalgia and memories. People can draw us in because of an
instant connection and similar experiences. Any of the Arts can
draw a person when ideas and verbal communications fall short.

So Much Can Draw Us IN.
And so much can leave us empty afterwards.

Have you ever been fearful of what or who is drawing you in because
you know deep down the satisfaction you receive is not lasting?

The kind of fear talked about in Psalm 31:19 is not the fear or anxiety
over God withdrawing the goodness showered on you. It is fear of
transitory people and things will draw you in, causing you to forget
God. It’s the fear you will lose the desire for God as your Refuge, the
One who draws you into eternal fulfillment, satisfaction, peace,
wholeness, through Jesus Christ.

If | were to write this Scripture, | would pray it this way: Dear Papa
God, Your goodness, plentiful for those who are afraid to be without
You and seek You as their refuge, is visible to everyone. May seeing
Your Goodness continue to help others be Drawn In. Amen.
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
