Benefits for City — A Green Lung and Nature Corridor

Broken Bridges Nature Reserve will aim to address three of the most important
issues of current times:

> Biodiversity Loss
» Access to green space for health and wellbeing
» Climate Change
The total acreage is 35 acres or 14.2 hectares, comprising approximately 2/3

unimproved meadows and 1/3 woodland.

The River Nadder and Spring Creek together with their banks are part of the River
Avon System SSSI (Site of Special Scientific Interest) and SAC (Special Area of
Conservation).

The floodplain meadow remains one of the rarest lowland grassland types in the
UK.

The woodland is predominantly ‘salix carr’ - wild, transient, boggy and rare.
