General Concept: Four twentysomethings are having a good time hanging out together at TGI Friday’s. 

Specific Premise: They’re playing a charades type of movie game and all their clues are from “13 Going On 30”. 

Feel: These friends are very close. They’ve obviously been friends for a long time. They have a lot of inside jokes, and they even finish each other’s sentences.

Actors: Twentysomethings with comedic/improv abilities. Attractive, collegiate types you could see sitting in the studio audience of The Daily Show or The Colbert Report. Their performances should be natural and realistic, so we feel as if we are watching an actual group of fun friends interact.

Structure: We open on the group mid-laugh. Then one of the girls mimes grabbing her chest. One of the guys says, “The elevator scene!” “Right!”. The bit is from the movie, so the audience knows that they are playing out scenes from the movie. They can also say a line from the flick like “Eminem called” and then another friend can jump in with “Plain. Peanut!” The final bit is one of the guys (maybe a slightly nerdy friend) saying something like “What about this?” He starts jerking his head to the right and left. His friends are stumped. “Come on guys it’s easy!” He keeps jerking his head around and then he starts jerking his shoulders. His friends are still stumped. He gets bigger and bigger and funnier and funnier. Finally, the Friday’s server delivers some drinks and says, “The Thriller dance scene”. Nerd: “Yes!” The group high fives the server. The Friday’s server is now part of the gang.

Alternate: Instead of several bits from the movie, it could just be the one Thriller bit with the nerdy friend doing the head jerking and the rest of the gang improvising funny lines. Or the responses to him can be scripted like “Trying to catch a cab?” “Ladies and Gentlemen, the human metronome”. Then it still ends with the Friday’s server putting the nerdy guy out of his misery and giving the group the correct answer.
